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FOREWORD

The preparation andyblication of this book is a wonderful story of Divine leading. The Author
by profession was a Mechanical Engineer and Architect. When he entered the Gospel Ministry
direct from business and without any previous theological training, at the age of 34liegdul

that he would have no further use for his skill as a draughtsman and sold all his professional
books and appliances except his drawing instruments. His first charge was in a small town,
where he remained fifteen years. He was not premillennialisha time of his ordination, but

his study of the Scriptures, aided by some books that fell into his hands, led him to adopt that
view. He began to make large colored wall charts on "Prophetic Truth" for use in the pulpit. This
led to his being invited tteach, in connection with his pastoral work, in two Bible Institutes.
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During this time he published a number of "Prophetical Charts" which had a wide circulation.
These led to the request that he publish a book, illustrated with charts, on "Propfietit."
But it was not until the spring of 1915 that the Lord laid it upon his heart to prepare a work on

or

illustrated with charts. The designing and drawing of the charts and the writing of the
descriptive matter took over three years. The book therefore has not been hastily gotten up. Itis
the outcome of over 30 years of careful and patient study of the Prophetic Scriptures, and aims
to give not the opinions of men, but the teaching of the Wofdsod. The writer's purpose has
been to prepare a standard work on "Dispensational Truth." That such a work was greatly
longed for is evidenced by the reception the book has had. In ten months the first edition was
exhausted and was widely circulated alkothe world. The first edition was a "feeler" to see
whether such a book would be in demand, and so was printed and circulated in the cheapest
form. When the Author awoke to the fact that the book was what the "Students of Prophecy"
were looking for, h@lecided to revise and enlarge the book and put it out in a more substantial
and usable form, but before he could do this, a second edition was called for and had to be
printed in the old form.

This, the Third Edition, has been revised and enlarged bydtidi@n of twice as many charts

and twice as much descriptive matter as the previous editions, and the charts are now inserted
in the descriptive matter where they belong. The book has also been printed in Atlas form, 11
inches square, and bound in clothaking it more convenient to handle and carry about. The
large charts of the earlier editions have not been reduced in size or form, but are printed from
the old plates, and when the book is open, spread across two pages.

This method and manner of printirige book adds greatly to its cost, but the buyer gets far

more than the additional cost in the increased value of the contents of the book, which contains
twice as much as the previous edition. There are 170 double pages of descriptive matter in the
book,or 340 single pages, and as each page containshatienore matter than the page of an
ordinary book, there are the equivalent of 500 pages of an ordinary book.

If the Author had had to employ a skilled draughtsman to draw the charts the cost of the book
would have been prohibitive. In fact, the charts could not have been drawn that way, for the
draughtsman would have had to have had the Scriptural knowledge of the Author; for the charts
had to bethought out and developed under the direction and guidamdéehe Holy Spirit. In this

the Holy Spirit did not confuse the Author by suggesting all the charts at one time. When one
was completed another was suggested. And upon more than one Occasion when a problem
arose the answer was given in the night or at kersing in the morning.

The Author does not claim infallibility for the charts, but having drawn the wtzant, "Rightly
Dividing the Wad of Truth," it stands to reason that in developing the "Sectional” or "Topical”
Charts, if he had made an error in thmin chart it would have been detected in the "Sectional”
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or "Topical" Charts. It is this agreement in the study of the "Sectional” or "Topical" charts with
the main chart, that confirms the Author in his belief that the charts are scripturally correct.

The Author has always deplored the tendency of writers on "Dispensational Truth" to say
uncharitable things of each other, and to unfairly present the side of their opponent; he has
therefore earnestly and prayerfully sought to avoid any such criticismsaasichply expound

the Word of God as the Holy Spirit opened it up to him. He has sought not to be influenced by
any religious or doctrinal bias, and with "open mind" to follow the leading of the Holy Spirit, and
let the Scriptures say what they want toysadis writings therefore must be judged by their
agreement or disagreement with the Holy Scriptures.

With profound gratitude and thankfulness for the blessing of his Heavenly Father upon the
previous editions of this work, the Author sends forth this @litevised and Enlarged Edition,
earnestly praying that it may be of untold blessing to thousands of God's dear children who love
the Lord's Appearing, and be an instrument in the hands of the Holy Spirit for the conversion of
the unsaved, and of those whdeceitfully handle" the Word of God.

THE PROPHECT WORD

The Bible is not a systematic treatise on Theology, or Morals, or History, or Science, or any other
topic. It is a REVELATION of God, of the Fall of Man, the Way of Salvation, and of God's "Plan and
Purpose in the Ages." It treat$-0

1. Four Person&od the Father, God the Son, God the Holy Spirit, and Satan.
2. Three Placelleaven, Earth and Hell.
3. Three Classes of Peofilee Jew, the Gentile, and the Church of God.

The Scriptures were given to us pigoeal, "at sundry times anith divers manners." Holy men

of God spake as they were moved by the Holy Spirit, during a period of 1600 years, extending
from B.C. 1492 to A. D. 100. The Bible consists of 66 separate books; 39 in the Old Testament,
and 27 in the New Testament. These ksavere written by about 40 different authors. By kings
such as David and Solomon; by statesmen, as Daniel and Nehemiah; by priests, as Ezra; by men
learned in the wisdom of Egypt, as Moses; by men learned in Jewish law, as Paul. By a
herdsman, Amos; a tagatherer, Matthew; fishermen, as Peter, James and John, who were
"unlearned and ignorant" men; a physician, Luke; and such mighty "seers" as Isaiah, Ezekiel and
Zechariah.

It is not an Asiatic book, though it was written in that part of the world. Itepagere penned

in the Wilderness of Sinai, the cliffs of Arabia, the hills and towns of Palestine, the courts of the
Temple, the schools of the prophets at Bethel and Jericho, in the palace of Shushan in Persia, on
the banks of the river Chebar in Babyknin the dungeons of Rome, and on the lonely Island of
Patmos, in the Aegean Sea.

Imagine another book compiled in a similar manner. Suppose, for illustration, that we take 66
medical books written by 40 different physicians and surgeons during a pdridD0 years, of
various schools of medicine, as Allopathy, Homeopathy, Hydropathy, Osteopathy, etc., and bind
them all together, and then undertake to doctor a man according to that book, what success
would we expect to have, and what accord would theeeifb such a medical work.

While the Bible has been compiled in the manner described, it is not a "heterogeneous jumble"
of ancient history, myths, legends, religious speculations and superstitions. There is a progress
of revelation and doctrine in it. THadges knew more than the Patriarchs, the Prophets than

the judges, the Apostles than the Prophets. The Old and New Testaments are not separate and
distinct books, the New taking the place of the Old they are the two halves of a whole. The New
is "enfolded in the Old, and the Old is "unfolded" in the New. You cannot understand Leviticus



without Hebrews, or Daniel without Revelation, or the Passover or Isaiah 53 without the gospels
of Matthew, Mark, Luke and John.

While the Bible is a revelation from Gotisi not written in a superhuman or celestial language.
If it were we could not understand it. Its supernatural origin however is seen in the fact that it
can be translated into any language and not lose its virility or spiritual life giving power, and
when translated into any language it fixes that language in its purest form.

The language however of the Bible is of three kifdigurative, SymbolicaandLiteral. Such
expressions as "Harden not your heart, " "Let the dead bury their dead, " are figyatite
their meaning is made clear by the context.

Beasts" or Christ in the midst of the "Seven Candlesticks, " is explained, either in the same
chapter, or somewhe else in the Bible.

The rest of the language of the Bible is to be interpreted according to the customary rules of
grammar and rhetoric. That is, we are to read the Bible as we would read any other book, letting
it say what it wants to say, and not al@@e or spiritualize its meaning. It is this false method of
interpreting Scripture that has led us to the origin of so many religious sects and denominations.
There are three things that we must avoid in the handling of God's Word.

1. TheMisinterpretation of Scripture.
2. TheMisapplicationof Scripture.
3. TheDislocationof Scripture.

The trouble is men are not willing to let the Scriptures say what they want to say. This is largely
due to their training, environment, prejudice, or desire to make thegbures teach some
favorite doctrine.

Then again we must not overlook thearabolic Method"of imparting truth. Jesus did not

invent it, though He largely used it, it was employed by the Old Testament prophets. In the New
Testament it is used as'®lystery Form"of imparting truth.Matt. 13:1012. A mystery is not
something that cannot be known, but something that for the time being is hidden. | hand you a
sealed letter. What it contains is a mystery to you. Breakstred and read the letter and it

ceases to be a mystery. But you may not be able to read the letter, because it is written in a
language with which you are not familiar. Learn the language and the mystery ceases. But
perhaps the letter contains technicalrtas which you do not understand, learn their meaning

and all will be plain. That is the way with the Mysteries of the Scriptures, learn to, read them by
the help of their author, the Holy Spirit, and they will no longer be mysteries.

This brings us to thgreat question

IS THE BIBLE GOD'S@ OR MAN'S BOOK?
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‘I'nat is, did God write it, or is it simply a collection of the writings of men? if it is simply a
collection of the writings of men, without any divine guidance, then it is no more reliable than
arethe writings of men; but if God wrote it, then it must be true, and we can depend upon its
statements. It is clear from the character of the Bible that it is not the work of man, for man
could not have written it if he would. and would not have writteif ihe could.

It details with scathing and unsparing severity the sins of its greatest men, as Abraham, Jacob,
Moses, David and Solomon, charging them with falsehood, treachery, pride, adultery,
cowardice, murder and gross licentiousness, and presenthititery of the Children of Israel as

a humiliating record of ingratitude, idolatry, unbelief and rebellion, and it is safe to say, that the
Jews, unguided and undirected by the Holy Spirit, would never have chronicled the sinful history
of their nation.

How then was the Bible written? The Bible itself gives the answer.

"ALL Scripture Is Given By INSPIRATION OF GObn! 3:16

I. WHAT ARE WE TO DERSTAND BY THE "PNSATION" OF THE SBERURES?

We are to understand thaBod directed men, chosen by Himself, to put into writing such
messages, laws, doctrines, historical facts, and revelations, as He wished men to know.

All Scripture (thé&raphewriting), is given bynspiration (Theop-neu-stos), that is, is

GOD BREATHED.

That is, God Himself or through the Holy Spirit told holy men of old just what to write. The Bible
, then,ISthe Word of God, and does not simply here and there contain it. Go@é&sonand

can bothWrite and Speak He wrote the two "Tables of Testimg" on stone Ex. 31:18Ex.

32:16 and on the wall of Belshazzar's Paldgan. 5:5Dan. 5:2426. He talked vth Moses on

the Mount when He gave him the Specifications for the Tabernacle and its furnishings, and all
the Levitical Law and order of service. He spoke at the Baptism of J&stis3:17), and on the
Mount of Transfjuration.Matt. 17:5 and one day when Jesus was talking to the multitude.

John 12:2729. But God not only spoke directly to men, He spoke to them in the person of Jesus,
for Jesus wa&od Manifest In The Flesiohn 1:13, John 1:141Tim. 3:16 Matthew and John's
Gospels contain 49 chapters, 1950 verses, 1140 of which, almestfifths, were spoken by

Jesus, and He claimed that what He spake, He spake not of Himself, but that the Father which
sent Him, gave Him commandmeénthat He Should Spealdlohn 12:49John 12:50We see

then that God can both write and speak, and therefore can tell others what to write and speak.

II. DOES THE INSPTIR@N OF THE BIBLETEXND TO EVERY PART?
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Yes. From the dry lists in Chronicles to the very words of God in ExodusyaumghtiChrist. And
more, it extends to evergentence, word, mark, point, jot and tittle in the original parchments.
When Jesus said Matt. 5:17, Matt. 5:18 That not oné'jot" or "tittle" should pass from the

Law until all be fulfilled, he referred to the smallest letter (jot) and the smallest mark (tittle), of
the Hebrew language, thus indicating that even they were inspired, and were necessary for a
complete understanding of God'saaning in His Word.

But how about the words of Satan, and wicked and uninspired men, the genealogical tables, and
the account of the Fall of Man, the Flood and other historical portions of the Bible. They were
inspired ofRecord.That is, the inspired penam or historian was told what historical facts to

record and what to omit. To one who has read the Old Testament, and also profane history
covering the same period, with its legends and traditions, and detailed descriptions, it is very
clear that the writes of the Old Testament were divinely inspired to record only those things

that would throw light on God's Plan and Purpose in the Ages.

1. HOW WERE THEBIEN INSPIRED TO WRITHE SCRIPTURES?

Were they simply thrown into a kind of "spell, " or "ecstasgr "trance, " and wrote under its
influence whatever came into their mind. or did God through the Holy Sgiciiate to them
the exact words to use?

We know that thought can only be expressed in words and those words must expressttie
thought of the speaker or writer, otherwise his exact thought is not expressed. We see then that
inerrancy demands that the sacred writer be simply an amanuensis. This we see is what the
Scriptures claim for themselves. In Ré&t. 1:20, Pet. 1:2ye read that"No prophecy of the
Scripture is of anprivate interpretation.” That is, no man has a right to say what the Scriptures,
according to his opinion, means. Why? Because

"The Prophecgame notin old time bythe will of man, but holy men of Godpakeasthey were
Moved by the HOLY GHOST."

And this is confirmed by the fact that much that the Old Testament Prophets wrote they did not
themselves understangiPet. 1:101Pet. 1:11 They must themave seen mere amanuenses,
recoding words that needed an interpreter. That they were mere instruments is shown by the
fact that not all of them were good or holy men, as Balaliuni. 22:38 Num. 23:26, King Saul
(1Sam. 10:101Sam. 10:121Sam. 19:222), the Prophet of BethellKings 13:®; 1Kings 20:22

1Kings 20:25 andCaiaphasJohn 11:4%1.

That the Old Testament writers spake and wrote the exact words that God gave to thearis cle
from their own statements.. Moses declares that the Lord said unte"Now therefore go, and

I will be with thy mouth, andeach thee what thou shalt say-"Ex. 4:1012. The Prophet

Jeremiah say$Then the Lord putdrth His hand, and touched my mouth, And the Lord said
unto me,
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Behold, | have pu¥ly Words In Thy Mouth.'Jer. 1:68.

Ezekiel, Daniel, and all the prophets make the same claim. The expreSem@iord Said, "
"The Laod Spake Saying, " "Thus Saith the Loratt., etc., occur 560 times in the Pentateuch,
300 times in the Historical and Prophetical books, 1200 times in the Prophets (24 times in
Malachi alone), in all over 2000 times in the Old Testament, thus prowingtatement of Peter,
that Holy men of God spakes they were moved by the Holy Ghost.

But you say'lf this be true how do you account for the difference of style of the writers; for
Isaiah's style is different from Fzekiel's or Daniel's, and Peter'stiratof John or Paul? " This is
easily explained. On the principle that when we wish a legal document written we choose a
lawyer, or a poetical article a poet, etc., so God when He wanted to speak in symbols chose an
Ezekiel, a Daniel, a John, or in pgearDavid.

How are we to explain the fact that sometimes a New Testament writer in quoting from the Old
Testament, instead of quoting literally paraphrases the quotation? For instafoaas 9:1iwe
read:

"In that day wil | raise up the Tabernacle of David that is fallen, and close up the breaches
thereof; and | will raise up his ruins, and | will build it as in the days of old."

But when the Apostle James, in the First Church Council at Jerusalem, quotes this passage,
paraphrases it, saying

"After this | will return, and will build again the Tabernacle of David, which is fallen down; and |
will build again the ruins thereof, and | will set it upts 15:16

Why the change in thevording? Simply because the author of both passages was not Amos or
James, but thédoly Spirit,and an author has a perfect right to change the phraseology of a
statement he may make in the first chapter of his book, in the tenth chapter, if by so doing,
without contradicting himself, he can make his meaning clearer.

That is an illuminating statement fiPet. 1:11 where the Apostle tells us that it was th@pirit

of Christ"that testified through the Prophets of Hisufferings." That is, th&Spirit of Christ"

took possession of the Prophets and through them forecast or prophesied his "Sufferings" on
the Cross, as ilsa. 53:13.

The question is often asked, "Is there any differebetveen Bible Inspiration and the salled
'inspiration’ of Poets, Orators, Preachers, and Writers of today? " In answering the question we
must distinguish betweelinspiration, " "Revelation, "and"lllumination.”

As we have seen "Bible Inspiration's@mething totally different and uniquieom the

inspiration of Poets, Writers and Public Speakers. It is an inspiration in whi&xace Words of
God Are Imparted to the Speaker or Writer by the Holy Spirit.
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"Bible Revelatiofi is the disclosure to men dliings that they otherwise could never know.
Things hidden in the mind of God such as His "Plan and Purpose in the Ages."

"Bible Revelation" ceased with the Book of Revelation. There has been no new revelation from
God since then. When men today claimtttizey have received some new revelation they must
be classed as imposters.

"Spiritual llluminatior' is different from either Bible Inspiration or Revelation. It is Werk of
the Holy Spiritin the Believer, by which he has higiritual Understandingjopened to
understand the Scripturegohn 16:1214. The "Natural Man" cannot receive the things of the
spirit of God, " neither can he know them, because are Spiritually Discet@ed.2:11-13.

The work then of the Holy Spirit in these days is not to impart some new revelation to men or to
imspire them to write or speak as the Prophets and Apostles of old, but to so illuminate men's
minds and open up their understanding of the Sanps that their heart will burn within them

as they compare Scripture with Scripture, and have revealed to them God's Plan and Purpose in
the Ages as disclosed in His Holy Word.
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PREMILLENNIALISM

The time of the Second Coming of Christ is the key that unlocks all "Dispensational Truth." The
vast majority of Christians believe in the personal return of the Lord, but they differ as to the
time. They are divided into 'two schts, the "PreMilliennialists" and the "PostMillennialists."

The "PreMillennialists” believe that Christ will return before the Millennium, the "Post
Millennialists" that He will not come until after. By the "Millennium" is meant the period of 1000
yearsmentioned in Rev.20:1-3. It is a common, but wholly erroneous impression, that Pre
Millennialists base their belief mainly, if not solely, on this passage in the Apocalypse. The fact is,
the question of whether Christ's return will precede or follow tM&lennium antedates the
Apocalypse. The Old Testament prophets in plain language, and in glowing terms, foretold an
era or age of universal righteousness and peace on this earth, under the reign of "Messiah the
Prince." That the disciples were not mistakia their belief in such an "Earthly Kingdom, " ruled
over by their promised Messiah, is evident from the fact that Jesus never reproved them for
holding such a belief. And after His resurrection, and previous to His Ascension, when they
asked Him if He auld "at that time restore the Kingdom to IsraeRdts 1:§. He did not say

"You are mistaken in your idea of an 'Earthly Kingdom, the Kingdom | came to set up, and that
was meant by the prophets, is a 'Spiritual Kioigg ™' but He said, "It is not for you to know the
'Times' and 'Seasons." That is, when it shall be set up.

The whole teaching of the Old Testament as to the "Coming of the Messiah*liilReenial.

The only use that Premillennialites have for thedilisand Year" passageRev. 20:13is to fix

the length of that "Age of Righteousness and Peace." In fact Jewish tradition, based on the
"Sabbatic Rest" dben. 2:13, taught that' tre "Seventh Thousand Years" from Creation was to
be a period of "Sabbatic Rest, " or what we call the Millennium. The passage in Revelation
simply confirms this tradition. Expunge the passage and you do not weaken the argument; you
only leave as uncertaimé length of time that Age shall last.

The Apostolic Church was Ryillennial, and for over 200 years no other view was entertained.
The writings of the "Church Fathers" abound in evidence of the fact. But about A. D. 250, Origen,
one of the Church Fathgrconceived the idea that the words of scripture were but the "husk" in
which was hid the' "kernel" of scripture truth. At once he began to "Allegorize" and

"Spiritualize" the Scriptures, and thus founded that school of "Allegorizing" and "Spiritualizing"
interpreters of Scripture, from which the Church and the Bible have suffered so much. The result
was that the Church largely ceased to look for the Lord to return and set up an earthly kingdom.

When Constantine became sole Emperor of Rome in A. D. 328, ta@orable to Christianity,
he united Church and State. A new difficulty now arose in the interpretation of scripture. If, as
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was at that time believed, Rome was to be the seat of Antichrist, the question arose, or rather
was suspiciously whisperedis Constantine the Antichrist? ' Such a notion was unpalatable to
the Roman Emperor, and so a convenient explanation was discovered and adopted, that
Antichrist was "Pagan Rome, " and that the Millennium commenced when Constantine
ascended the throne. Thvgas given color by the great gifts and privileges bestowed on the
Church by Constantine, and led to the claim that the Millennial blessings of the Old Testament
had been transferred from the Jews to the Christian Church.

But the claim that the "Papal Chintwas the Antichrist would not down. When it was found
impossible to expunge the Book of Revelation from the sacred canon, it was decided to lock up
the Scriptures, and the Bible became a sealed book, and the gloom of night settled down upon
all Christendm. The result was the "Dark Ages." But amid the gloom God was not without
witnesses to the truth. The Paulicians, Albigeneses, Waldenses, and other sects, bore testimony
to the Premillennial return of the Lord.

But the darkness was not eternal. When thness of time was come the "Morning Star" of the
Reformation, John Wycliffe, arose, and was soon followed by the "Sun, " Martin Luther, the
brightness of whose light dispelled the darkness. The doctrine of the Premillennial Return of the
Lord was revivedyut the Reformers did not go far enough. The period was one of religious
strife and the formation of new religious sects. The result was an ebb of Spirituality and the
growth of Rationalism, which refused to believe that the world was fast ripeningdgment,

and a new interpretation of the Millennial Reign of Christ was demanded. This interpretation
was furnished by the Rev. Daniel Whitby (148810), a clergyman of the Church of England,
who claimed that in reading the promises made to the Jews irOdeT estament of their
restoration as a nation, and the +establishment of the Throne of David, he was led to see that
these promises were spiritual and applied to the Church. This view he called a "New
Hypothesis."

He claimed that Israel and Mount Zieepresented the Church. That the promised submission of
the Gentiles to the Jews was simply prophetic of the conversion of the Gentiles and their
entrance into the Church. That the lying down of the lion and the lamb together typified the
reconciliation othe Old and New natures, and that the establishment of an outward and visible
kingdom at Jerusalem, over which Christ and the saints should reign, was gross and carnal, and
contrary to reason, as it implied the mingling together of human and spirituabkein the

earth.

His "New Hypothesis" was that by the preaching of the Gospel Mohammedanism would be
overthrown, the Jews converted, the Papal Church with the Pope (Antichrist) would be
destroyed, and there would follow a 1000 years of righteousness aadepknown as the
Millennium; at the close of which there would be a short period of Apostasy, ending in the
return of Christ. There would then be a general resurrection of the dead, followed by a general
judgment, the earth would be destroyed by fire agigrnity would begin.

The times were favorable for the "New Theory." A reaction had set in from the open infidelity of
those days. All England was in a religious fervor. The "Great Awakening" followed under
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Whitefield and Wesley, and it looked, as Whittgimed, that the Millennium was about to be
ushered in. That he was mistaken the events of history since that time have shown. It is evident
that we are not in the Millennium now.

Nevertheless his "Theory" was favorably received everywhere, and spreadredthrapidity

and became an established doctrine of the Church, and is what is known today as the "Post
Millennial" view of the Second Coming of Christ, and supposed to be the orthodox faith of the
Church. In short, "Pod¥lillennialism, " as advocated our day, is barely 200 years old, while
"Pre-Millennialism" dates back to the days of Isaiah and Daniel.

The sad thing is that this "false doctrine" of Rbtlennialism is taught in our Bibles by the
headings of the chapters in the Old Testament. Fastilation the headings of chapters forty

three and four of Isaiah rea@’he Lord comfortetfThe Churchwith His promises, " whereas the
chapters are not addressed to the Church at all, butdocobandIsrael,as we see by reading

them. The ordinary readeverlooks the fact that the chapter headings of the Bible are put
there by the publisher and should be omitted, as they are misleading, as for illustration the title
to the Book of Revelationyhichis called

"The Revelation o®t. John the Divine, Whereas it should be called

"THE REVELATION (BSWUS CHRIST."
Rev. 1:1

Premillennialists are divided into three different "Schools of Interpretation, " which are
fundamentally antagonistic, known as the "Preterist, "stdliical" and "Futurist” Schools.

The "Preterist SchooWriginated with the Jesuit Alcazar. His view was first put forth as a
complete scheme in his work on the Apocalypse, published in A. D. 1614. It limits the scope of
the Apocalypse to the events ofd@lApostle john's life, and affirms that the whole prophecy was
fulfilled in the destruction of Jerusalem by Titus, and the subsequent fall of the persecuting
Roman Empire, thus making the Emperor Nero the "Antichrist." The purpose of the scheme was
transpaent, it was to relieve the Papal Church from the stigma of being called the "Harlot
Church" and the Pope from being called the "Antichrist.” It is a view that is now but little
advocated.

The "Historical School, " sometimes spoken of as the "Presentisthse, interprets the

Apocalypse as a series of prophecies predicting the events that were to happen in the world and
in the Church from john's day to the end of time. The advocates of this School interpret the
symbols of the Book of Revelation as refegrin certain historical events that have and are
happening in the world. They claim that "Antichrist" is a "System" rather than a "Person, " and is
represented by the Harlot Church of Rome. They interpret the "Time Element" in the Book on
the "Year Day St&" This School has had some very able and ingenious advocates. This view,
like the preceding was unknown to the early church. It appeared about the middle of the

Twelfth Century, and was systematized in the beginning of the Thirteenth Century by the Abbo
Joachim. Subsequently it was adopted and applied to the Pope by the forerunners and leaders
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of the Reformation, and may be said to have reached its zenith in Mr. Ellicott's "Horae
Apocalypticae." It is frequently called the Protestant interpretation lusesit regards Popery as
exhausting all that has been predicted of the Antichristian power. It was a powerful and
formidable weapon in the hands of the leaders of the Reformation, and the conviction of its
truthfulness nerved them to "love not their livemto the death." It was the secret of the martyr
heroism of the Sixteenth Century.

The "Futurist School" interprets the language of the Apocalypse "literally, " except such symbols
as are named as such, and holds that the whole of the Book, from the ¢hd tifird chapter,

is yet "future" and unfulfilled, and that the greater part of the Book, from the beginning of
chapter six to the end of chapter nineteen, describes what shall come to pass during the last
week of "Daniel's Seventy Weeks." This view]evihidates in modern times only from the close

of the Sixteenth Century, is really the most ancient of the three. It was held in many of its
prominent features by the primitive Fathers of the Church, and is one of the early
interpretations of scripture tnth that sunk into oblivion with the growth of Papacy, and that has
been restored to the Church in these last times. In its present form it may be said to have
originated at the end of the Sixteenth Century, with the Jesuit Ribera, who, actuated by the
sanme motive as the Jesuit Alcazar, sought to rid the Papacy of the stigma of being called the
"Antichrist, " and so referred the prophecies of the Apocalypse to the distant future. This view
was accepted by the Roman Catholic Church and was for a long tirfieazbto it, but, strange

to say, it has wonderfully revived since the beginning of the Nineteenth Century, and that
among Protestants. It is the most largely accepted of the three views., It has been charged with
ignoring the Papal and Mohammedan systeimst this is far from the truth, for it looks upon

them as foreshadowed in the scriptures, and sees in them the "Type" of those great "Anti
Types" yet future, the-Beast" and the "False Prophet." The "Futurist”" interpretation of

scripture is the one empled in this book.

The Second and Premillennial Coming of Christ is the "Key" to the Scriptures. All of the
prophetical writings make it their terminal end. This is a dark world and the "Sure Word of
Prophecy" is given as a light to show us the way oweistbrmy sea of time2Pet.

The moment we grasp this idea of prophecy and clearly see the relation of Ciméstigléhnial
Coming to scripture truth, the Bible becomes a new book, and doctrinal and prophetical truths
at once fall into their proper place, and our theological system is no longer a chaos but an
orderly plan.

the Prophetic Scriptures is seen when we recall that-thiods of the Scriptures are Prophetic,
either in type, symbol, or direct statement; and more than dradf of the Old Testament
prophecies, and nearly all of the New Testament, point to events yet future. Then this is a "Dark
World, " and men need the(SURE WORD OF PROPHEGY.IGHThem over the stormy "Sea

of Time." 2Pet 1:191. When men see that God has a "Plan and Purpose" in the "Ages" they take
heart, and have something to pin their faith to. It was because the religious leaders of Christ's
day were ot students of the Prophetic Scriptures that they failed to recognize Him when He
came, and if the religious leaders of our day despise and reject the study of Prophecy, they will
not be ready for Christ's Second Coming.

These Prophecies divide themaes into three grand divisions:
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1. PASTFulfilled Prophecy.
2. PRESENFulfilling Prophecy.

These are the prophecies that refer to the Jews, the Nations, and the moral and religious
character of the times.

3. FUTUREUNfulfilled Prophecy.
The "Requiremets" of a Genuine Prediction are five in number:

1. It must have been made known PRIOR to its fulfilment.

2. It must be beyond all HUMAN FORESIGHT.

3. It must give DETAILS.

4. A SUFFICIENT TIME MUST ELAPSE BETWEEN ITS PUBLICATION AND FULFILMENT TO
EXCLUDEHE PROPHET, OR ANY INTERESTED PARTY, FROM FULFILLING IT.

5. There must be a CLEAR AND EVIDENT FULFILMENT OF THE PROPHECY.

The value of the argument for the "Inspiration of the Scriptures"from Prophecy is evident when
we study the Law of

"COMPOUND PROBABILES."

If I were to predict an earthquake in Philadelphia next year the chance would be 1 in 2 that it
would occur. If | should add another prediction, that it would be on the Fourth of July, the

chance is decreased to 1 in 4. And if | add another détail,it will be in the daytime, the

chance then becomes 1 in 8. And if | should add a fourth detail the chance would be 1 in 32. And
if the details were 10 in number. the chance would be 1 in 1024.

Now there were 25 specific predictions made by the Oldarsent Prophets bearing on the
betrayal, trial, death and burial of Jesus. These were uttered by different prophets during the
period

from B.C. 1000 to B.C. 500, yet they were all literally fulfilled in 24 hours in one person.
According to the Law of "Corapnd Probabilities" there was one chance in 33, 554, 432 that
these 25 predictions would be fulfilled as prophesied. If one prophet should make several
predictions as to some one event, he might by collusion with others bring it to pass, but when a
numberof prophets, distributed over several centuries, give detailed and specific predictions as
to some

event, the charge of collusion cannot be sustained. It is a fact that there were 109 predictions
literally fulfilled at Christ's First Advent in the fleslpply the Law of "Compound Probabilities"

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Now we have seen that there were 109 predictions of the Old Testament Prophets literally
fulfilled at Christ's First Advent, but there @d5quotations from the Old Testament in the

New Testament, and833of these refer to Christ. They vary from types and figures, that seem
meaningless unless you place Christ in them, to s that at times descend to the minutest details.
The only books of the Old Testament not quoted in the New TestaarerRuth, Ezra,

Nehemiah, Songs of Solomon and Obadiah.

The Old Testiment scriptures beatdouble witness"to Jesus. They point out both HHRST"
and"SECONDComings. And the same Prophet in referring to the "Two Comings" did not
always name thermmithe proper order. This was confusing to the Bible students and religious
leaders of Christ's day. | In fact they did not know that there were to be "Two Comings."

"Valley" with the "First Advent” (th€ROSSD our left, and the "Second Advent" (tlEROWN)
to our right. All we have to do is to separate the propies of the "First Advent" from the
prophetic references to Christ in the Old Testament, and apply the balance to His "Second
Advent." This simplifies the study of Prophecy.

Notice that Zechariah does not see these events in their chronological order. All the Major
Prophets, and 9 of the Minor Prophets, emphasize the "Kingship of Christ, " and it was this that
confused the Religious Leaders of Christ's day.

THE PERSPECTIVE @BPHECY

The Chart on "The Perspective of Prophecy" shows what each of the Prophets foresaw of future
events from the Birth of Christ on down to the New Heavens and the New Earth. A careful study
of the Chart will show that the Prophet Nahum saw nothing beyond his time, while the Prophet
Isaiah saw more and the farthest of all the prophets.

THE SECOND COMING QHRIST

There is no fact in history more clearly established than the fact of the "First Coming" of Christ.
But as His "First Coming" did not fulfill all the prophecies associated with His "Coming, " it is
evident that there musbe another "Coming" to completely fulfill them. It was because the
religious leaders of Christ's day failed to distinguish between the prophecies that related to His
"First Coming, " and those that related to His "Second Coming" that they rejected Han. Pet
tells us LPet. 1:1011) that the prophets themselves did not clearly perceive the difference
between the"Sufferings"and"Glory" of Christ. That is, they did not see that there wasTdME
SPACEBetween the"Cross" and the"Crown, "and that the "Cross" would precede the

"Crown." But we have no such excuse. We live on this side of the "Cross, " and we can readily
pick out all the prophecies that were fulfilled at Christ's "First Coming" and apply the remainder
to His "Second Coming." It is clear then that Christ's "First Coming, " important as it was, is not
the "doctrinal centre" of the Scriptures, that is, Christ's First Coming was not the centre of a
circle that contains all doctrine, but was one of the focanfellipse of which the other is the
"SECOND COMINGhis is shown on the above Chart on "The Two Comings." The chart takes in
the whole Mediatorial Work of Christ, Prophetic, Priestly and Kingly. This is included in an
ellipse, the foci of which are tH&irst" and "Second" Comings of Christ. The "Cross" represents
His "First Coming" and the "Crown" His "Second Coming." Between the "Fall* and the "First
Coming" we have theALTAR, ‘which points backward to the "Fall" and forward to the "Cross."
Between he "Comings" we have tHE ABLE'Wwhich points backward to the "Cross" and

forward to the "Second Coming." Between the "Second Coming" and the surrender of the
"Kingdom" we have thETHRONE, Which points backward to the "Second Coming" and

forward to thesurrendering of the "Kingdom." The Apostle Paul in his epistles clearly
distinguishes between the "Comings" and their doctrinal signification. In his letter to the
Hebrew's he classifies Christ's "appearings" as "Hath he appeafet)..9:28. In his letter to

(Titus 2:1112), he brings out the doctrinal significance of these "appearings.” As a Prophet He
died for our"JUSTIFICATIONS a Priest He lives at the right hand of God noy @l our

Advocate, but oufSANCTIFIERahd when He comes again asa King it will be for our
"GLORIFICATION."

While the First and Second Comings of Christ are separated by this Dispensation they are
nevertheless not complete in themselves, the Second ssitated the First, and the First
demands the Second. They are both necessary to complete the Plan of Salvation. The First
Coming wafs for the salvation of M$OUL; 'the Second is for the salvation of tODY, 'for
there can be no resurrection of theotdy until Christ comes back.

20 times as many references in the Old Testament to Christ's Second Coming as to His First
Coming.

THE FIVE THEORIES
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While the majority of professing Christians admit the fact of the second Coming of Chayst, th
are not agreed as to thtmanner" or "time."

There was a great difference between these two things in tménd. Death is an enemy.Cor.
15:26 1Cor. 15:5} it holds us in the grave, it robs the body of its attractiveness, it is the
"Wages of Sin"Rom.6:23), and the result of God's wrath, while the Second Coming of Christ is
a manifestation of His love. Christ is the "Prince of Life." There can be no death where He is.
Death flees at His coming. When He was on earth nothing could remain dead ies#inqa.

His coming is not death but resurrection. He is'tResurrection'and the'Life, "and when He
Comes, He will change ouite body,that it may be fashioned like unto His "Glorious Body."
Phil. 3:20-21.

4. THAT THE "DESTRUGN OF JERUSALEM"A D. 70 BY THE ROMBNWAS THE SECOND
COMING OF THE LORD.

The Lord was not present at the destruction of Jerusalem. It was destroyed by Roman soldiers,
and none of the things that are to occur at the "Second Coming" occurred at the destruction of
Jerusalemsuch as the resurrection of the dead, the translation of living saints, and the physical
changes that are to occur at Jerusalem and in the land of Palestine at Christ's coacimg.

B 3:3 Again the "Diffusion of
Christianity" is grocesswhile the Scriptures invariably speak of the "Return of the
Lord" as areEVENTThe diffusion of Christianity brings Salvation to the wicked, whereas
the "Return of the Lord" is said to bring redlvation butSUDDEN DESTRUCTION
1Thes. 5:23; 2Thes. 1:D.

The
student of prophecy is not to be a "dagetter, " but he is tavatch. "Signs" are for thefew.

There is nothing to prevent Christ coming for His Church at any time.While we do not know the
dayor the hour of Christ's Coming we know that it will be

PREMILLENNIAL.

By PreMillennial we mean before the Millennium. That is, before the period 'Gfteousand
Years"spoken of irRev. 20:13. This period is spoken wof other scriptures as "The Kingdom, "

and is described in glowing terms by the prophets as a time when the earth shall be blessed with
a universal rule of righteousness. The passadiein 20:13 simply tells us thathe length of the
period shall be 1000 yeatrs.

The very structure of the New Testament demands that Christ shall reafore the
Millennium. Here are a few reasons.

1. When Christ comes He WRAISE THE DEAiIt the Righteous dead are to be raised
BEFORthe Millennium, that they may reign with Christ during the 1000 years, hence
there can be no Millennium before Christ comBgv. 20:5

2. When Christ comes He WVHEPARATE THE "TARES" FROM THE "WHitA#s 'the
Millennium is a period dNIVERSAL RIGHTEOUSNESS:paration of the "Tares"
and "Wheat" must take placBEFORe Millennium, therefore there can be no
Millennium before Christ comeMatt. 13:4042.

The time between the two Stages is not less than seven years, and is occupied in the heavens by
the "JUDGMENT OF BELIEVERS FOR WCHRI®n the earth byTHE GREAT TRIBULATION

FIRST STAGEHE RAPTURE

This twofold character of "The Rapture" Jesus revealed to Martha when He was about to raise
her brother Lazarus. He said to her:
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"I am the 'Resurrection and the Life, ' he that believeth in Me, though he were déathgi he
LIVEFirst Resurrection Saints); and whosoe&fETHis alive when | come back) and believeth
in me shalNEVER DTBohn 11:2586. This twofold character of the Rapture, Paul emphasizes in
his immortal chater on the resurrection.

The last two lines refer only to those who are "changed without dyiffgy, it is only those who
will not die who can shout

"O Death, Where Is Thy Sting?
O Grave, Where Is Thy Victory? "

In2Cor. 5:14Paul expresses his longing, and the longing of the Saints, to be among those who
shouldnot be "unclothed" by Death, but who should be "clothed upon™ by Immortality "without

dying."

"For we know that if our earthly house of this tabernacle (the body) wiéssolved(that is die),

we have a building of God, a house not made with hands, eterbé heavens. For in this

(body) we groan, earnestly desiring to be 'clothed upon' with our house which is from heaven; if
so be that being 'clothed' we shall not be found naked. For we that are in this tabernacle (the
body) do groan, being burdened; tior that we would be 'unclothed' (by death), but ‘clothed
upon' (by Immortality), that 'mortality' might be swallowed up of life."

In his letter to the Philippians, while Paul hopes that

"If by any means he may attain unto The (out from among the dBadurrection yet he

pressed toward the mark for the 'prize' of the High (out and @a)iing of Godn Christ Jesus."

Phil. 3:1113.

That is, while Paul would esteem it a great thing to "rise from the dead" at the First
Resurrection, and be "caught up" with those who should be "changed, " yet he would esteem it

a "prize" if he could be caught up "without dying, " that is, live until Jesus came back.

THE RAPTURE WILLBESURPRISE"
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"Watch therefore; for ye know not whdtour your Lord doth come. But know this, that if the
goodman of the house had known in what watch, the thief would come, he would have
watched, and would not have suffered his house to be broken up. Therefore be ye also ready;
for in such an hour as ye thk not the Son of Man COMETHMatt. 24:4244. "Behold, | come

as a thief. Blessed is he that watcheth, and keepeth his garments, lest he walk naked, and they
see his shame Rev. 16:15"But of the times' and the seasons' brethren, ye have no need

that | write unto you. For yourselves know perfectly that the 'Day of the Lord' (the day of His
Return), so cometh as a thief in the night. For when they shall say, 'Peace and Shésty; 't
sudden destruction cometh upon them as travail upon a woman with child, and they shall not
escape." This refers to the Second Stage of Christ's Coming, the "Revelation, " when He shall
take vengeance upon His enemig3hes. 1:0. But Paul add$But ye, brethren, are not in
darkness, thathat day (the day of His Return) should overtake you as a thigfties. 5:14

We see from this that when Christ comes back it will be when waat expecting Him. He will

come as a thief comes. A thief does not announce his coming. He comes for a certain purpose.
He does not take everything there is in the house. He takes only the precious things. The jewels,
the gold, the silver and fine weadrapparel. He does not come to stay. As soon as he secures
what he is after he departs. So Jesus at the Rapture will come and take away the saints only. The
thief leaves much more than he takes. He leaves the house and the furniture and the household
utendls. So the Lord at the Rapture will leave the wicked and the great mass of the heathen
behind, for those who will be taken will be comparatively few.

THE RAPTURE: WILL"BEEECTIVE"

It will not only separate the saints from unbelievers, but it will sepmhusbands from wives,
brothers from sisters, friends from friends.

"I tell you, in that night there shall be two men in one bed; the one shall be taken, and the other
shall be left. Two women shall be grinding together; the one shall be taken, andheleft.

Two men shall be in the field; the one shall be taken, and the other Ieétk& 17:3436. The

words "men" and "women" in this passage are in italics. That means that they are not in the
original, and so th@assage should read there shall be "two in one bed, " husband and wife, or
two brothers, or two sisters, or two friends. Two in "bed" indicates night; two grinding at the
mill, morning or evening; two in the field mitbon. This shows that the Rapture viiippen all

over the earth at the same time or as the Apostle describes it maent, " or the 'twinkling

of an eye" "As the lightning cometh out of the east, and shineth even unto the west; also the
coming of the Son of Man BaWatt. 24:27) is the way Jesus puts it.

The "Rapture" will be the most startling "event" of this Age and Dispensation. As it is to occur in
the "twinkling of an eye" aneall over the earth at the same time, that part of the world that is

not asleep will witness the event. As to th8Hout of the Lord" the "Voice of the Archangel’

and the Trump of God we do not know whether their sound will be heard and distinguished

by others than the "dead in Christ" and the "living saints." We knowdha day the Father
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spoke to Christ in a voice that He understood, but the people who stood by mistook it for
"thunder." ' John 12:289. When the Lord appeared to Saul of Tarsus on the road to Damascus
and spoke to himthe men that journeyed with him stood speechless, "hearing a voice, " but
seeing no man, and not understanding what was saats 9:35. We know however that the

"dead in Christ" will hear the sound, for it will baténsely penetrating.” There will be no

graves so deep, no catacombs so rock covered, no pyramids or mausoleums so thick, but what
the sound shall reach their depths and the "dead in Christ" shall hear tHawsgke ye
sleepingsaints and arise from the eiad, it is MORNING, the morning of the FIRST
RESURRECTION

On the morning of that glorious day the air will be filled with the "spirits" of the "Dead in Christ,

" come back to earth to get their bodies, raised and glorified. Whether. the cemeteries and
country church yards will look like ploughed fields, and monuments and grave slabs be
overturned and vaults and places of sepulture be shattered by the exodus of those who found
their last resting place there, and thus testify to the fact of literal bodily resurrection of the

dead, or whether the sainted dead shall slip out of their sepulchres without disturbing them. as
Christ arose and left the tomb without breaking the seal, the angel rolling away the stone simply
to show that the tomb was empty, weanot told, only the event itself will disclose the manner

of the First Resurrection.

If the dead slip out of their places of sepulture without disturbing them, the First Resurrection
will be secret and probably unknown to the world, but it will not bensih the "Living Saints"
who are translated. If it is night on our side of the globe when the Rapture occurs the
community will wake up in the morning to find all the real Christians gone, disappeared in the
night. Many may hear the sound of the "Midnigtry/--

"BEHOLD THE BRIDE@RWOCOMETH, "

but thinking it only thunder, will turn over for another nap, but in the morning they will find the
bedroom door locked, with the key on the inside, just as they locked it before retiring, and the
clothes of the lovd one 'who occupied the room with them lying where they were placed when
taken off the night before, but that loved one, who was a Christian, missing. Husbands will wake
up to find that Christian wives are gone, and wives will wake up to find Christiarts gone.
Brothers and sisters will be missed, and dear children absent, and not an infant will be left
behind. Many faithful servants and employees will not report for duty, and the world will awake
to the fact that the Bible is true, and the much dessgag doctrine of the PreMillennial Coming of

the Lord to gather out His saints is no fanciful interpretation of Scripture.

If it be daywith us when the Rapture occurs, thEVENTwill be startling. As it was in the days
of Noah Matt. 24:36:38), the people will be eating and drinking, marrying and giving in
marriage, buying and selling, planting and building.

If it be a pleasant time of year, the boats, the cars, and the parks will be filled with shoppers and
the mills with toilers, and the streets of the cities lined with men and women and children on
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pleasure and business bent. Suddenly a noise from heaven will be heard like a great peal of
thunder. The people will rush to doors and windows, and those on the streetsahd fields

will look up to see what has happened. To the vast majority it will be but a startling and alarming
sound, but to many it will be the

"VOICE OF THE LORD."

But when the people recover from their surprised and affrighted condition they \sidbger

that a great many people are missing, and that the missing were the best people in the
community. The large Department Stores, Banking Institutions, Manufacturing Plants, and other
places of business will find their working force depleted by the tddaithful employees.

People walking on the streets will find their companions gone, and the street car lines will be
blocked because of absent motormen, conductors and teamsters. Railroad and steamboat lines
will be crippled, and confusion will reigrerywhere. In many homes the servants will be

missing and members of the family will come home to find loved ones gone.

At first the whole thing will be Mystery, until some one who had heard or read about the
"Rapture ofthe Saints, " realizing what hagappened, will explain the situation.

But one of the surprises of that day will be that so many professing Christians, and among them
many ministers and Christian workers, will be left behind, while some who were not known to
be Christians will be missinghe next day's papers will be full of what happened the day before,
and many of them will be swelled to twice their ordinary size by the pressure on their
advertising columns for information as to missing ones, and for help to fill important vacancies
andpositions of trust. For a few days the excitement will be intense. Then the people will settle
down to the inevitable. With the exception of a few who will repent and turn to God, the mass
of the people will become more hardened and wicked than beford,some who lost loved

ones will be embittered. As the Holy Spirit will have gone back with the "Raptured Ones, " and
the "Saints, " the SALT of the earth, been taken out, there will be nothing to prevent the rapid
degeneration and "Moral Putrefaction" dfitse who are "left, " and sin and iniquity and all
manner of crime and worldliness will increase and pave the way for the manifestation of
Antichrist, under whose Administration the world will rapidly ripen for judgment.

WHO ARE TO BE TAKEN

Some claim thatall" the Church are to pass through the Tribulation; others that "all”", the
Church are to be caught out before the Tribulation, while some claim that only the "Waiting"
and "Watching" Saints shall be caught out before the Tribulation, and that the resttpass
through it. The latter base their claim d¢ieb. 9:28 where it saysUnto them that look for Him

shall He appear the second time without sin unto salvation.” While this might apply to the living
when He appearsi certainly cannot apply to the dead. 'I'here are tens and hundreds of
thousands who "fell asleep in Jesus” who never heard of the Premillennial Coming of the Lord,
or at least never grasped its meaning, and who therefore never "watched" and "waited" and
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"looked" for His Appearing. They surely are "In Christ"; and the "Dead in Christ" are to rise at the
Rapture. Paul does not sayliiihes. 4:1€.7, that it will be the "dead" who "watched" and
"waited" and "looked, " andhose who are 'alive" and

"watch" and "wait" and "look" for His Appearing that shall be "caught out, " but the dead "In
Christ, " and we whoAre Alive And Remaifi

Then there is another fact that we must not forget, and that is, the Unity of the Church.

"For as theBody Is Oneand hath many members, ard_L the Members Of That One Body,
Being Many, ARE ONE BODY; so also is Christ. For by One Spirit are we ALL Baptized Into One
Body:" 1 Cor., 12:123.

All then who have been "born agairdohn 3:35) are part of Christ's "Body, " and we cannot
conceive of Christ's "Body being divided; part of it remaining "asleep" in the grave, and part of it
"raised in glory; " part of it left to pass through the Tribulation, and p&it &hanged" and

caught up to meet Him in the air.

If "all" the Church are to pass through the Tribulation, then instead of waiting and watching "for
the Lord, " we should be waiting and watching "for the Tribulation, " which is contrary to the
teachingof Christ HimseliMatt. 24:4244.

The Tribulation is not for the perfecting "of the Saints."” It has nothing to do with the Church. It is
the time of "Jacob's TroubleJér. 30:7, andis the "Judgment of Israel, " and it is God's purpose
to keep the Church out of iRev. 3:10The Book of Revelation is written in chronological order.
After the fourth chapter the Church is seen no more upon the eantil she appears in the
nineteenth chapter coming with the Bridegroom "from" Heaven. The entire time between these
two chapters is filled with appalling judgments that fall upon those that "dwell on the earth, "
and as the Church is not of the earth, lisisupposed to " sit together in 'Heavenly Places' in
Christ Jesus'Hph. 2:6, she will not be among those who "dwell on the earth" in those days.

The confusion is largely due to the fact that students of Prophetith To not distinguish
between Christ's comingORHis Saints, an&/ITHHis Saints. The former is called the "Rapture,
" the later the "Revelation."

Numerous passages in scripture speak of Christ coming "with" His Jabnks (4:5Col. 3:4
1Thes. 3:131Thes. 4:14Jude 14), but it is evident that they cannot come "with" Him, if they
had not been previously caugbut "to" Him. All such passages refer therefore to the
"Revelation" and not the "Rapture."

The typical teaching of the Scriptures demand that the Church be caught out "before” the
Tribulation. Joseph was a type of Christ and he was espoused to, anddnasgnath, a Gentile
bride, during the time of his "rejection by his brethren, " and "before the famine, " which
typified the Tribulation, because it was the time of "Judgment of his Brethren." This is the time
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of Christ's rejection by "His Brethrethe Jew, and to complete type He must get His Bride the
church, "before" the Tribulation.

Moses, who is also a type of Christ, got his bride, and. she a Gentile, "after" his rejection by his
brethren, and "before" they passed through the Tribulation under BaArEx. 2:2225.

Enoch, a type of the "Translation Saints, " was caught out "before" the Flood, and the Flood is a
type of the Tribulation, and Noah and his family of the "Jewish Remnant" or 144, 000 sealed
ones ofRev. 7:13, who will be preserved through the Tribulation.

How thrilling the thought that some of us shall not die, that in a moment, in the "twinkling of an
eye" without being unclothed by the ghastly hands of Death, astéad of the winding sheet of

the grave, we shall be instantly changed and clothed with the glorious garments of immortality.
What a transport of joy will fill our being as we suddenly feel the thrill of immortality throbbing
through our veins, and find eselves being transported through the air in the company of

fellow Christians and of our loved ones who fell asleep in Jesus. What welcome recognitions and
greetings there will be as we journey up with them to the "Bridal Halls of Heaven, " where we
shalljoin in the new and triumphal song of Moses and the LaRdw. 5:910.

SECOND STAGQHE REVELATION

At the "Second Stage" of Christ's Second Coming, the "Revelation, " we shall behold His "Glory."
When Jesus came the fitime He was disguised in the flesh. The "Incarnation" was the hiding

of His Power, the veiling of His Deity. Now and then gleams of glory shot forth as on the Mt. of
transfiguration; but when He comes the Second Time we shall behold Him clothed wglotiie

He had with the Father before the world was. The "Revelation” will be as sudden and as
unexpected as was the "Rapture." The sun will rise on that day strong and clear. Gentle breezes
will waft themselves over the earth. There will be no signs obmsbr of the coming

judgment. The people will be buying and selling, building and planting, eating and drinking,
marrying and giving in marriage. The statesmen will be revolving in their minds new plans for
the world's betterment. The philanthropic wileldevising new ways to help the people. The
pleasureloving will be seeking new sources of pleasure. The wicked will be plotting dark deeds;
and the unbelieving will be proving to their own satisfaction that there is no God, no heaven, no
hell, no comingydgment, when suddenly there will be a change. In the distant heaven there

will appear a

"POINT OF LIGHT

outshining the sun. It will be seen descending toward the earth. As it descends it will assume the
form of a bright cloud, out of which shall streatazzling beams of light, and flashes of lightning.

It will descend apace as if on wings of the whirlwind, and when it reaches its destination over
the brow of the Mt. of Olives it will stop and unfold itself to the terrified and awestricken
beholders, andhere will be revealed to them Jesus seated on a "White HogeV.(19:1pand
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accompanied with His Saints and the armies of Heaven. Then shall be fulfilled what Jesus
foretold in His Olivet Discours&hen shall appaahe sign (a cloud) of the Son of Man in
heaven; and then shall all the tribes of the earth mourn, and they shall see the Son of Man
coming in theclouds of Heaven WITH POWER AND GREAT GL&RYY 24:30

THE IMMINENC®YF THE SECOND COMING

One of the objections to the Doctrine of the "Second Coming of Christ" is the claim that He may
come backat any time. Postillennialists tell us that the writers of the New Testament looked
forHim to come back in their day, and thde did not do so, is proof that they were mistaken,

and that Paul in his later writings modified his statements as to the imminency of Christ's return.
It is a fact that while Jesus said: "Watch therefore: for ye knowntatt hour your Lord doth

come. . . Therefore be ye also ready: for in such an hour as ye think not the Son of man
cometh" Matt. 24:4244), He did not in these passages teach that He would return during the
lifetime of those who listened to Him. In fa His Parables He intimated that His return would

be delayed, as in the Parable of The Talents, where it is said: "After a long time the Lord of those
servants comethMatt. 25:19 What Jesus wanted to teach was thedden and unexpected
character of His return. As to the Apostles, while they exhorted their followers to be ready, for
the "night is far spent, the day is at hand, " and the "coming of the dadeth nigh " their
language simply impliedrfiminency, " but not necessarilyIMMEDIATENESSANd the use of

the word "WE" inLCor. 15:5.Cor. 15:1"WE' shall not all sleep, butVEshall all be changed, " is

not a declaration that the Lordeuld return in Paul's day and some would not die but be
translated, for the Apostle is talking about the Rapture and he meangvi & certain class of
persons, the saints that shall be alive when that event occurs, whether in his day or at some
later time.

It was clearly known to our Lord that certain events must come to pass before His Return, but to
have disclosed that fact would have nullified the commandviatch, " therefore He in

"mystery form, ' as in the seven parables of Matt. 13, hid the faeittHis Return would be

delayed. It would take time for the "Sowing of the Seed, " the growth of the "Wheat" and
"Tares, " the growth of the "Mustard Tree, " and the "Leavening of the Meal." So rapid was the
spread of the Gospel in the first century thaetfollowers of Christ were warranted in looking

for the speedy Return of the Lord, but it was true then, as in every century since, that we do not
know what the extent of the "Harvest' is to be, and when it will be ripe, so the Lord can return.
Matt. 13:3Q Uncertainty then as to thetime" of the Lord's return is necessary to promote the
"watchful" spirit. If the early Church had known that the Lord's Return would have been delayed
for 20 centuries, the incentive to wettfulness would have been wanting.

By "Imminency" we mean "may happen at any time." For illustration, you hurry to the railroad
station to catch a train. You find the train has not arrived, though it is past the hour. Though it is
late it is on the way, ahit would not be safe for you to leave the station, for it may arrive any
minute, but as a matter of fact, it does not come for half an hour. Now if you had known that it
would not arrive for half an hour you would have used the time in some other way tha
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"waiting" and 'watching." So we see thatifhminency' does not necessarily imply
"IMMEDIATENESSbut does demandWatchfulness"

It is the firm conviction of the writer that there has beannecessary delain the Return of the
Lord, caused by the failel of the Church to obey the "Divine Commission” to evangelize the
world (Matt. 28:1920), and it is past the time when He should have returned. Of course, this
wasforeseenby God, and Hireknowledgehas held back # development of the forces of

evil, etc., until the "Fulness of the Gentiles" should be gathered in, and the "Harvest" is ripe for
the gatheringRev. 14:1416. At no time in the history of the Christian Church have the
conditions necessary to the Lord's Return been so completely fulfilled as at the present time;
therefore, His Coming IMMINENT and will not probably be long delayed. Let us be ready and
watching.

While the writer, as stated, is disposed to believe tthegt Return of the Lord is "past due, " and
while he is no "time setter, " yet there is a "theory" that may throw some light on the long

IMMINENCY OF HIS RERN

that it might be well to examine. It is called
THE GREAT WEEK OF HUMAN HISTORY,

and is basedn the "Seven Daysof the "Creative Week" and the declaration of Scripture

(2Pet. 3:8, "That one day is with the Lord as a THOUSAND YEARS, and a thousand years as ONE
DAY." The Millennium in the Old Testament isadiéed as a "Sabbath Keeping" period of rest,

and is referred to as such keb. 4:41 Heb. 4:1 where it is associated with th&eventh Day

of the "Creative Week." Now we know thide length of the Millennium i4000 YEAR&eVv.

20:1-3), and if it corresponds with the "Seventh Day" of the 'Creative Week, " why should not

the remaining six days be of the same length? If so, and those days corlesjibrthe past of

human history, then from the date of the "Creative Week" up to the beginning of the

Millennium should be 6000 years of human history. In confirmation of this we have the fact that
a careful study of the genealogical tables and histohefOld Testament seem to show that

from Adam to Christ was about 4000 years, or four days of a thousand years each,
corresponding to the first four days of the "Creative Week, " and from Christ down to the
present time we have over 1900 years, or nedrlyays of 1000 years each, thus making nearly 6
days of 1000 years each of human history, and as Christ is to come back before the Millennium,
and all signs point to His Speedy return, then the "theory" that the "Seven Days" of the "Creative
Week" are typtal of Seven "One Thousand Year Periods" is not unwarranted in Scripture.

If our inference is correct, then it follows that the Return of the Lord will take place before the
close of this present century. How much before is uncertain. If the Milleriisuanbe ushered
inin A, D. 2000, then the "Rapture" must take platéeast 7 years before that
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But right here we must sound a note of caution. There is too much confusion in Biblical
Chronology to fix any dates with certainty. Doubtless God has ordesed so as to keep us in

doubt as to the exact date of the Lord's Return. It may have been 4075 years, instead of 4004 (as
generally given), from Adam to Christ. In that case we are living in the year 5993 from the
creation of Adam, or on the eve of thapture. Again we must not forget that God uses in
"Prophetical Chronology" the Calendar Year of 360 days toa year, while we uhditimor
Astronomical Year of 365 1/4 days, and it would be necessary for us to find out what kind of
year is used reducie to the Calendar year. Thus we might find that we are er the end of the six
thousandth year than we are aware, and that return of the LotMiIINENT However, while

we may upon the above theory as suggestive and in a way confirmatory of the near afming

the Lord, it is not conclusive, and we are not warranted in fixing any date based upon it. And
further, we must not forget that the "Rapture” may take place some time before the "Tribulation
Period" begins and Antichrist is revealed. So if we coultefiexact date when this century will

close, and count back 7 years, the Rapture might occur 5, 10 or even 25 years before that, so as
to give time for the rebuilding of Babylon and other events that are to occur before the
Tribulation Period can begin, logrwise the Rapture would not be a surprise. It is not for the
Christian to look for"Time and "Seasons" and "Signs." To do so will put him in the class of those
who say: My Lord delayeth His ComifidLuke 12:4244), andhe will become preoccupied with

other things and neglect to be watchful. Let us live as if we expected the Return of our Lord at
any moment.

A PRACTICAL DOCTRINE

But why, you ask, should we put so much emphasis on the "Second Coming of Christ"? Why not
talk and preach about the practical affairs of life? About the social and commercial problems of
the world and their solution through the Gospel? The answer is that the only way to solve these
problems is for Christ to return, and the longer His "Returmlelsyed, the longer it will be

before these problems are solved.

1. AS TO THE JEWS.

The Jews are a downtrodden people. Their only hope is the Return of the Lord. When He comes
back they shall be restored to their own land and become a nation again. "dhereghold,

the days come, saith the Lord, that it shall no more be said, The Lord liveth, that brought up the
Children of Israel out of the Land of Egypt; but the Lord liveth that brought up the Children of
Israelfrom the land of the NORTKRussiagndfrom ALL THE LAND®ither He had driven

them; and | will bring them again into theéand that | gave unto their fathers.Jer.

When the Lord Jesus Christ returns He will sit upon the "Throne of His Glory" at Jerusalem, and
shall separate the "Sheep Nations" from the goat and only'8teep Nations" will survive as
nations and be permitted to become part of the Millennial Kingdbtatt. 25:31-33. These

nations will become righteous. "And it shall come to pass that every one that is left of all the
nations which come against Jerusalem shall even go up from year to year to worship the King,
the Lord of Hosts, and to keep the 'Feast of Tabernaclésch. 14:16As the result of all this

the nations "shall beat theswords into plowshares and their spears into pruning hooks; nation
shall not lift up a sword against nation, neither shall they learn war any more. But they shall sit
every man under his vine and under his fig tree; and none shall make them afl&idh 4:34.

Isa. 2:4 The only way then to stop wars and labor troubles and all socialistic and anarchistic
movements is for Christ to return and set up His Millennial Kingdom.

4. AS TO SAN.

The only way to get rid of Satan and all his evil influences and powers is for Christ to come back,
for when He comes back Satan will be bound and cast into the Bottomless Pit for 1000 years.

5. AS TO THEARTH.

Since the Fall of Man the earth has been cursed with thorns and thistles and all kinds of insect
pests and disease germs, and man by the sweat of his face has been compelled to earn his daily
bread.

And what | say unto you | say unto all
WATCH.'Mark 13:3537. If we are watching for the Lord we

will be careful of our conduct. We will not want Him to come and fis doing questionable

things, or in questionable places. We will not want to hoard money, nor spend our money in an
extravagant manner, we will want to lay up for ourselves treasures in heaven by contributing to
missions. We will see to it that in obomes there is no kind of literature, or art, or pictures, or
anything that we would not like His pure eyes to see if He were to be a visitor in our home. In
short, "The Blessed Hope" helps us to cling lightly to this world. It will not make us idle and
negligent, but will fill us with zeal to be found a faithful servant at His return. For this reason it is
a noteworthy fact and a witness to the power of the doctrine, that those who believe it are the
most consecrated, unselfish, and strenuous workers enMtaster's service.

This "Hope" will also keep us from bel®SHAMED at His Coming. "And now, little children,
abide in Him; that when Hghall appearwe may have confidence, and not BSHAMED
beforeHim at His Coming.1John 2:28If we are watching for Him and our house is in order,

and we are ready to give a faithful account of our Stewardship we shall not be ashamed before
Him at His comindvatt. 25:1416.

The "Hope" of the LaF's PreMillennial Return fills the heart of those who believe it wjibly. In

Luke 24:52ve read that when Jesus was parted from His Disciples and ascended into Heaven,
"They returned to Jerusalem witBREAT JO¥nd wee continually in the Templ&RAISING
andBLESSINGod." That seems strange conduct on their part, for naturally we would suppose
that His Departure would have filled them with sadness. But when we recall that, when He
Ascended, two men stood by in whiggparel and told them that Jesus would come back again,

It has often been said in opposition to the doctrine of the Second Coming, "If Christian people
believe that Jesus son coming back why do they build houses and churches and make
investments and plan for the education of their children and so on? " The answer is that Jesus'

People will need homes and churches. Business will go on as before, and the unconverted
children of Christian believers will be left behind and need homes andatidm and means to

live on. The prosperity of the world will be greater during the Millennium than ever before. So
there is no occasion for those who are looking for the Lord's Return to neglect the affairs of this
life. What we as Christians hope fothat the Lord will come back and take us out of the world
before the awful days of the "Tribulation Period" come, and then when they are over and Jesus
comes back to reign we shall come back with Him as glorified beings to rule and reign over the
Millennid earth, and probably visit churches where once we worshiped, and institutions that
our money built.

The preacher of the Doctrine of the Pxllennial Coming of Christ wields a "tvealged sword."
The unbeliever when urged to become a Christian may sayyicaing and there is plenty of
time and so may put off the time of decision, but when he is told that it is not a question of
time, or the mere salvation of higul, but that may be back at any time and it is a question of
being ready to Him, then he setf®e importance of immediate decision.

RIGHTLY DIVIDING THRVORD

Writing to Timothy, Paul said

"Study to show thyself approved of Galworkman thatneedethnot to be ashamedRightly
Dividing the Word of Truth'2Tim. 2:15

The student of the "Word aBod" is here spoken of as a "Workman" A workman cannot
intelligently do his work without a plan. He must have drawings and specifications. God said to
Moses as to the Tabernacle,

"See that thou make all things according to the 'Pattern’ showed to thégeimount." Heb.
8:5.

The student of God's Word must understand
"God's Plan and Purpose in the Ages, "
or there will be confusion in his work of interpreting the Scriptures.

To this end charts are indispensable. Bueaawust be taken not to depend on them alone.
While the drawings and specifications of a building are separate they must correspond. So a
Biblical chart must correspond with the "Word of, God, " or it may lead to error. The two must
be compared.

St. Augustie said"Distinguish the 'Periods' and the Scripture will harmonize. " After an address
by Rev. Dr. A. J. Gordon on "The Plan of the Ages, " a gentleman said to him, "Why, Doctor, you
have a 'Pigeon Hole' for every text."

We must learn to
"Rightly Divide he Word of Truth."

While the "Word of Truth" is writtelrOR all classes of people, and FOR our learriing not
addressedo all peoples in general. but part of it is addressed tolB®VSpart to the
GENTILE&nd part to theCHURCHI hese three congute the THREE CLAS$#S which
humanity is dividedlCor. 10:32it follows therefore that while the whole Bible was written for
the INSTRUCTION the Church, it is not all writteABOUTthe Church. The Church istno
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mentioned in the Old Testament. It was hid from the Old Testament prophets, and was a
"Mystery" first revealed to Paul, and disclosed by hirgjin. 3:13. The Old Testament is mostly
taken up with one nation, that dérael. In the first five chapters of Genesis we given the history
of Creation, and 1700 years of human history. In the next four chapters we are given the
account of the Flood. The tenth and eleventh chapters give the account of 400 more years of
human hstory, and then God singles out one man, Abrah@man. 12:13), and from there on

the whole of the Old Testament centers around the Jewish Race. When we take the Old
Testament promises and apply them to the Church wethebJew of that which is exclusively

his. For illustration, the prophecy of Isaiah is largely applied to the Church, whereas the very first
verse declares that it{8ConcerninglUDAHaNd JERUSALEMSa. 1:1 In the Nev Testament

the Epistles of Hebrews and James are Jewish. The Epistle of James is addressed, not to the
Church, but to thé TWELVE TRIBE&attered abroad.James 1:1Therefore the "Prayer of

Faith" James 5:135) for the sick is not primarily a promise to the Church but to Israel, though
doubtless it will be answered for all who comply with the conditions. In the Epistle to the
Hebrews many Christians stumble at the words "fall awgigb. 6:46), and 'if we sin willfully"

Heb. 10:26 But these words do not apply to Christians They were spoken to apostate Jewish
professors of Christianity who had never been bogaia, and who, if they did not accept Jesus
as their Messiah, practically crucified Him again, and were as bad as their brethren who did
crucify Him.

Some books are general. As for instance the Epistle to the Romans. No one would apply Romans
8th to the Jevs, or Romans lith to the Church, for in it Paul speaks not only to Israel but also to

the GentilesRom. 11:1313. ALLScripture is profitable fodoctrine, for reproof, for correction,

for instruction, (2Tim. 3:16, and what happened to Israel was written for @NSAMPL&Nd
ADMONITION(1Cor. 10:1}, but we must not apply to the Church what does not belong to it.

We see then that tanisapplyscrigure is to not "Rightly Divide the Word" and tends to

confusion and error.

In "Rightly Dividing the Word of Truth, " we must also distinguish the work of Christ. We are told

in the Scriptures that He is a "Prophet, " "Priest" and "King." But He does hbthuse offices
conjointly but successively. From the Fall in Eden to the Cross, He was a "Prophet." He is now a
"High Priest" and when He comes again He will be a "King." From Eden to the Cross there was an
"Altar, " from the Cross to the Crown theregi$Table" (the Lord's Table), and from the Crown

to Christ's surrender of the Kingdom there is a "Throne." See the chart on "The Greater Life and
Work of Christ."

InHeb. 1:1 we readGod hath spoketiat SUNDRY TIMESa$ well asin DIVERS MANNERS, "

and if we are to understand what He has spoken, we must not only distinguish between the

class of people He has spoken to, as the Jews, Gentiles or the Church, but we must also note the
"SUNDRY TIME&t which He spoke, arttie "DIVERS MANNER®Ve must also distinguish

between the"TIME PASTivhen He spoke by therophets,and these'LAST DAY St which He

hath spoken to us by HBON Heb. 1:12. We must not forget théDIVINE CONJUNCNE"
and"DIVINE DISJUNCTIONSSthe Word of God. We must not separate what God has joined,

as the "Word of God" and the "Spirit of God, " "Christ and Salvation...... Faith and Works."

Neither must we join what God has separated, as "Heaven and Hellptis®eand
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Regeneration, " "Natural Heredity" and "Spiritual Heredity, " "Standing and State, " "the Church
and the Kingdom."

We must also distinguish between thEIMES"and"SEASONSSf the Scriptures. Daniel said of
God"He changeth théTIMESand the'SEASONS',(Dan. 2:2), and Jesus said to His Disciples
"It is not for you to know théTIMESDbr the'SEASONS'Acts 1.7 job testified that thé'TIMES
are not hidden from the Almigy." Job 24:1 And of the Children of Issachar it was said that they
had "understanding of th& IMES."LChron. 12:32By the"SEASONSNe are to understand the
climatic changes of thearth due to the movements and changing characteristics of the 'Sun,
Moon and Stars, which God ordained to regulate the "Seas@en: 1:14As to the'TIMES"

we have them designated as tHEIMES OF IGNORANCEACts 17:3); the"TIMES OF THE
GENTILES(Luke 21:2% the"TIMES OF REFRESHIN@cts 3:19; the"TIMES OF
RESTITUTION(Acts 3:2); and the "Dispensation of tietULNESS OF TIMESph. 1:10See
Chart of "The Times and Seasons."

From the statement, "The Times of tBEENTILES we see that when the "Gentiles" are in
power the"Jews" are not. And as the "Times of BENTILESS still running, the Churatannot
be in thisDispensation a governing or Kingdom power.
But it is not enough to classify the Scriptures in the manner already mentioned, we must learn
to separate the Sgutures as td'TIME"and"ETERNITYand the different’AGESand
"DISPENSATIONSf"Time." A reference to the ChaftRIGHTLY DIVIDING THE WORID"
reveal the fact thabutside of "TIME"the Scriptures mentiofiTWO AGES:" before "Time the
"ALPHA" or "REATIVE AGESaridafter "Time, "the "OMEGA"or "AGES OF THE AGHS."
"Time" there are threéAGES'and sevel'DISPENSATIONS he three"AGES'are-

1 THE ANTEDILUVIAN AGE.
This extends from the "Fall" to the "Flood."

2. THE PRESENT AGE.
This extends dm the "Flood" to the "Second Coming of Christ."

3. THE AGE OF AGES.

This extends from the "Second Coming of Christ" to the "End of Time." This last "Age" is
a "Dual Age" composed

1. The Millennial Age.
2. The Perfect Age.

The "Millennial Age" is also aidpensation” in its relation to the six preceding Dispensations.
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An "Age" in Scripture is from one "cataclysmic" or "climatic"change to another in the earth's
surface or condition. This corresponds to what is called in Geology an "Age." So we see that
Sciece

and the Bible agree as to the meaning of the word "Age."

We know that at the time of the Flood there were great "cataclysmic" and "climatic' changes,
for the "fountains of the great deep were broken upGen. 7:11That is, there was a
subsidence that resulted in great physical changes that affected the climate of the earth, and
divested the atmosphere of some of its {gastaining properties, so that the length of life was
reduced from 900 to 100 later to threescoaed ten.

At the beginning of the Millennium all this will be reversed, for when Christ comes back

"His feet shall stand in that day (Millennial Day) upon the Mount of Olives, which is before
Jerusalem on the east; and the Mount of Olives stiadive inthe midst thereoftoward the
east and toward the west, and there shall be a very great valleyhalidf the mountain shall
remove toward the north and half of it toward the south."

"All the land shall be turned as a plain from Geba to Rimmon southrwdalem and it shall be
lifted up." Zech. 14:4Zech. 14:10In verse eight we read

Living waters shall go out from Jerusalem; half of them toward the ‘former sea’' (Red Sea) and
half of them toward the 'hinder sea' (Mediterranean)."

That means that the Dead Sea, that is now 1200 feet below the Mediterranean, is to be
elevated, and its water flow south to the Red sea, and that it shall lose its salthess and be filled
with fish, for we ead inEze. 47:43, that fishermen shall spread their nets upon its shores.

This great "cataclysmic" change is going to make a great change in the climate and restore the
life-sustaining power of the atmosphere like uriteat before the Flood, for we read Isa.
65:20 that in the Millennial days that are to follew

"There shall be no more thence an infant of days, nor an old man that hath not filled his days;
for the child shall diemhundred yearsold."

That is, a person a hundred years old shall only be considered a child, which means that men
shall live again in the Millennium to the age of Methusaleh.

The Chart is divided into 3 "Ages, " corresponding to the Divine number "T{iagkier, Son
and Holy Spirit) ; and into 7 "Dispensations, " to correspond to the Perfect number "Seven"
composed of the Divine number "Three" and the World number "Fédihter Spring, Summer
and Autumn, or the four elements, Earth, Air, Fire and Water.
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The difference between atAGE"and a'DISPENSATIOBIthat an"AGE"stands for a period
between two great physical changes in the earth's surface, WHIHSPENSATIONtands for a
"moral" or "probationary" period in the world's history. The form of "Axdnistration" is

different in each "Dispensation.” For illustration, the Administration of the Jewish Dispensation
was that of'LAW, "the Administration of the present Dispensation iS'GRACE, and of the

one to follow iS'/RIGHTEOUSNESS."

All the confision about the "Ages, " "Dispensations, " and "End of the World" is largely due to
the mistranslation of two Greek words in the New Testament.

The first word is "Kosmos." It means theternal arrangement and beauty of the natural
world, and includes thehtought of nations, peoples, and worldly possessions, &aiih. 4:8.

"Again the Devil taketh him up into an exceeding high mountain, and sheweth Hime all
kingdoms of the world and the glory of them."

AlsoMatt. 13:38 "The Field is the World." Aridike 11:50"That the blood of all the prophets,
which was shed from the ‘foundation of the World, ' may be required of this generation." This
word "Kosnos" occurs 170 times and is always translated "World."

The second word is "Aion" and means "Age, " "Dispensation, " "Indefinite Time." It occurs 28
times, and is also translated "World."

To show how misleading this translation is we need only to citesagage or two. Takiglatt.
13:39 Matt. 13:4Q Matt. 13:49

"The enemy that sowed them is the Devil; and the harvest i®titkof the world."

It shoud readthe "end of the Age." "Be not conformed to thisorld (Age)."Rom. 12:2"In
whom the god of thisvorld (Age) hath blinded the minds of them which believe n@Cobr. 4:4
"Who gave himself for our sins, that he might deliver us from this presentvevit (Age)."Gal.
1:4. "Charge them that are rich in thigorld (Age)."1Tim. 6:17 "Hath in these last dayspoken
unto us by his Son, whom he hath appointed heir of all things, by whom also he made the
worlds (Ages).'Heb. 1:2 "Through faith we understand that theorlds (Ages) were framed by
the Word of God (JesusHeb. 11:3 From this we see that Jesus not only made the "earth
worlds, "John 1:13, but He also made the "tim@orlds, " that is, He planned the "Ages" and
"Dispensations."

Let us now tke up the "Ages" and "Dispensations” and study them separately.
|. THE CREATIVE AGES
The Scriptures begin with the sublime declaration

"In the beginning GotCREATEhe heaven and the earthGen. 1:1
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As the word "haven" is in the singular it will clarify matters to limit this creative act to our own
planet, and the solar system to which it belongs, rather than to the whole of the starry spaces or
universe.

1. THE ORIGINAL OR AREAMITE EARTH

This creation was in thdateless past. It was not at the beginning of the first day as described in
Gen. 1:35. The six days' work as describedsien. 1:35was therestoration of the earth(not

the heavers or starry space), to its original condition before it was made 'formless and void, "
and submerged in water and darkness.

Peter speaks of it as the "World thiden was,that beingoverflowed with water, perished."
2Pet 3:57.

The manner of thécreation" of the PreAdamite Earth is not revealed in the Scriptures. They
simply declare thatin the BEGINNING GOD CREATfHelheaven and the earth." We have to
fall back then upon Science. Among the theories advanced fasrigin of the Solar System of
which our Earth is a part-is

THE NEBULAR HYPOTHESIS

In the year 1796 the astronomer La Place advanced the theory that the sun, planets and moons
of our Solar System were once one vast spherical mass of nebulous or gas¢musoutof

which they have developed. He claimed that this mass of nebulous matter coming in contact
with the cold of space began to contract, and in . contracting a rotary motion was set up around
its center, and the more rapidly it cooled the fasterdavolved, until it became flattened at the

poles and protruded at the equator, until it more resembled two watch crystals placed edge to
edge than it did a round ball. As the cooling progressed, and the rapidity of revolution increased,
a ring of matter vas detached from the edge of the watchystal shaped mass, which still

continued to revolve around the parent mass, which parent mass as it cooled shrunk away from
the ring, and that this process continued until a number of rings were thrown off, allviegan

the same direction within each other and around the central mass. These rings of matter as they
separately condensed were broken into fragments, and some of the fragments were retarded
and others accelerated until they coalesced and formed a ghdiieh continued to revolve in

the same direction, the outermost ring forming the planet Neptune and the innermost Mercury.
The central mass of this nebulous matter, after the rings had been separated from the parent
mass, iS now our sun.

The moons of thelanets were formed in the same manner, they having been detached rings of
matter circling around their respective planets. As an evidence of this we have the rings of
Saturn, that doubtless in time will break up and form moons for that planet.

Between Mas and Jupiter there seems to be a break in the series, which can only be accounted
for by supposing that the Asteroids, which appear to be the fragments of a planet, and that all
revolve around the sun in the same direction as the other planets, are digeents of a
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nebulous ring that would have formed a planet if it had not been for the nearness of the
immense planet Jupiter.

If the sun and planets of our Solar System sprang from the same parent mass, they should be
composed of the same chemical elemerfisst, would be in the most advanced stage, but we
must not forget that the larger the mass the slower it cools, and therefore, if the Nebular
Hypothesis is correct, Jupiter and Saturn must still be very hot, and not as far advanced and fit
for habitation as the earth, and this we know to be the fact.

Objection has been raised to the "Nebular Hypothesis" Theory on the basis that a "gaseous"
nebula could not exist in the cold of space, and that the nebulous matter of the nebula is not
gas, but meteoric lumous matter, made luminous by the collision of meteoric particles, and
out of the union of these patrticles the. planets were formed. Another theory is that the planets
have been formed by the union of smaller planetary bodies that were welded togethaeby
immense heat generated by their impact upon each other. But each theory has its difficulties.

A survey of the heavens reveals numerous "spiral nebula" that seem to be "Solar Systems" in the
process of formation, but the invention of powerful telescopes revealed that many of these
nebula are not gaseous but clusters of stars. Nevertheless it has been shown that many of the
nebula are gaseous, but it was not until May, 1914, that Dr. Slipher, of the Flagstaff Observatory,
Arizona, by spectograms pray¢hat the nebula in the Constellation of Virgo was revolving, this
proving that the Nebular Hypothesis of La Place is not without foundation.

The proofs of the Nebular Hypothesis €feThe orbits of the planets are nearly circular. (2)

They revolve almst in the same plane as the sun's equator. (3) They all revolve around the sun
in the same direction, which is also the direction of the sun's rotation. (4) They rotate on their
own axis also, as far as known, in the same direction. (5) Their satellitesons, with the
exception of those of Uranus and Neptune, revolve in the satitection as their planet. (6)

The earth is still cooling, as is proved by its outer crust and internal fire that. finds vents in
volcanoes, for when we examine a hot ball dimd it warmer inside than out we know it is

cooling off.

The time was then when our earth was a globular mass of molten matter surrounded by an
atmosphere of gaseous and metallic vapors. As the globular mass cooled off by radiation a thin
crust of rocky drmation was formed on its outer surface. This increased slowly in thickness, and
as the interior mass shrunk in cooling the outer crust fell in or wrinkled, and was here and there
by earthquake and volcanic action tilted out of the horizontal, and thus feeamed the diverse
stratification of the rocky foundation of the earth's surface. The cooling of the earth's surface
and the formation of its rocky crust permitted its gaseous and metallic vaporous atmosphere to
cool, and the metallic vapors condensedamere precipitated in the form of metallic rain upon

the earth's crust, and, according to their specific gravity, they collected and distributed
themselves in pockets and recesses of the earth's crust to be later by upheavals and changes in
the earth's cust thrown to the surface for the use of man.
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In the course of timeand the formation of our Solar System took thousands upon thousands of
yearsthe earth cooled off sufficiently to permit the oxygen and hydrogen in the atmosphere to
form water, that fellin the form of rain on the earth, but like when water falls upon a-ned

plate it is immediately turned into steam, the first rain that fell was vaporized by the heat of the
earth's crust, but, continuing to fall, it finally so cooled the earth's surésc® be able to

remain and form seas and oceans. As time passed on the rocky surface of the earth was
disintegrated and formed soil, and when the soil was fit, vegetation and trees and plant life
appeared. Then came the lower orders of marine life, fadld by fish and fowl. Then the land
animals, and whatever other orders of beings that inhabited the original earth.

That we may have a faint idea of the time it took for the earth to become habitable, we have
only to turn to the Carboniferous Period of iisstory. Coal is formed from vegetable matter. In

the Carboniferous Period the atmosphere was full of Carbonic Acid Gas, in which animal life
could not exist. The atmosphere was Moist and steamy like that of a hothouse, and vegetation
was very rank, ancefns and plant life grew to immense proportions. By atmospheric and
earthquake action the immense forests of the Carboniferous Period were thrown down and
buried under layers of soil and rock. until their vegetable matter was compressed into coal. This
wasrepeated until coal bed after coal bed was formed in overlying seams. The time it took to
form these beds of coal is seen when we learn that it would take 1200 years for the most
luxuriant vegetation of the present day to form a coal seam 6 inches hid00 years to form

a seam 3 feet thick, the thinnest that can be worked to advantage. In the coal measures of Nova
Scotia are 76 seams of coal, of which one is 22 feet thick, and another 37. Thus we see that it
took thousands of years to form the coads of the earth alone. How many millenniums of

years must it not have required then for the earth to pass from a molten state to a habitable
condition?

But the "Word of God" and the "Works of God" must harmonize. There can be no conflict
between the Bil# and Science. Science demands thousands of years for the formation of the
earth and all the time it demands is given to it in the sublime wordSesf. 1:1"In the
BEGINNINGod created the heaven and the earth." Thesse then covers the whole period of
the formation of. the earth and its preparation for the habitation of man.

The Egyptians, as Plato informs us, taught that the earth and the heavens originated out of a
kind of pulp, and that men were generated fronetklime of the river Nile. Other sages of Egypt
held that the world was hatched from a winged egg. Now as Moses was "learned in all the
wisdom of the EgyptiansA€ts 7:22 how is it that he did not say that the heavesrgginated

out of a kind of pulp, and that the world was hatched from a winged egg? Simply because God
revealed to him, probably when he was up on the mount with God, just how the world was
created.

2. THE CHAOTIC EARTH

The creation of the "Original Eartivas in the dateless past. It was doubtless a most beautiful
earth, covered with vegetation and inhabited with fish and fowl and animal life, and probably
with human life. How long it continued in this condition we are not told, but an awful
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catastrophe béell it-it became"FORMLESS AND VO#Dd submerged in water and darkness.
Gen. 1:2 That it was not originally so we know frdea. 45:18R.V.). "Thus saith the Lord that
created theheavens; he is God; that formed the earth and made it; He established it, He created
it NOT A WASTIRe formed itto be inhabited."

What caused the earth to becomé"@/aste" after its original creation is not clearly revealed. It
is clear from the accourdf the Fall of Adam and Eve that sin existed before man was created.

In that remarkable passage in Ez. 281%2there is revealed to us under the title of
"The King of Tyrus, "

a being of surpassing beauty and wisdom, who had been in "Eden, " the "GdrGel."” Not

the Eden of Adam's day, but possibly the Eden of the Earth as it was first created. This being is
spoken of as the "Anointed Cherub that Covereth, " who "walked upon the 'Holy Mountain of
God', " and was "perfect in all his ways from the tat he was created until iniquity was found

in him"

As no King of Tyrus answering this description has, as yet, existed, this passage is taken to be a
prophetic portrait of the "Antichrist, " and as Antichrist is to be an incarnation of Satan, it
probablyis a description of Satan before his fall. The intimation in this scripture then is, that
Satan, with a host of angelic beings, was placed in charge of the original or primeval earth, and
that he through pride XTim. 3:61sa. 14:1214) sought to be equal with God, and that to punish
him the earth was thrown into a chaotic state, and Satan and his angels, amounting to a third of
the angelic hostsRev 12:4 were excluded from Heaven, and took up their abode in the
heavenlies, the Second Heaven, located between the atmosphere of our earth and the Heaven
where God dwells, and thus became the "Principalities and Powers, " and "Rulers of the
Darkness othis Age, " and the "Spiritual Wickedness" in "High Places" (the Second Heaven), of
whom we are warned itph. 6:12 This seems very plausible, for Satan is said to be the "Prince
of the Powers of the Air'Hph. 2:2; and the "God of this World" (Age), and it looks as if his plan
for the Fall of man was a scheme to regain control of this earth.

If there were human beings on the Original or fAdamite Earth, they were doubtless involved

in Satan's fall and destroyed. In fact, the "demons" are believed by many to be the disembodied
spirits of the inhabitants of the PrAdamite Earth, and their efforts to reembody themselves in
human beings, as in the days of Christ, is looked upon asr@adhat they once possessed
bodies similar to human bodies. Naturally the question arises, "if the inhabitants of the Pre
Adamite Earth were human beings like ourselves, and were destroyed when tAelBmate

Earth was thrown into a chaotic form, wheaee their fossil remains; why have we not

discovered them in the soil or rocks of the earth? " The answer is,"thagies” may have been
consumed by fire, as will be the case with the rebellious hosts of Gog and Magog at the end of
the Millennium Rev. 20:7), and their escapintgpirits" became the demons referred to

above. It is clear that the "demons" are not Satan's angels, for they are free, while the demons
are confined in the Bottomless Pit and are only giviearty as it suits God's purposeev. 9:13.

the earth, they may still remain buried in that part of the earth which they occupied, which now
may be the bed of the Atlantic or Pacific Ocean. If this be se]pstio explain the Scripture
passage which read#\nd theSEAgave up the dead which were in it; alizgkath' and 'Hell'

(Hades) delivered up the dead which were in them; and they were judged every man according
to his works.'Rev. 20:13Here we have theSEA"differentiates from"DEATH, '(the Grave),

which swallows up theody, and"HELLbr "HADES, the abode of thesoul between death and

the resurrection, and this seems to imply that tHeEAD OF THE SEsk a diferent class from
mankind and may refer to the dead of the Pkdamite World as now resting at the bottom of

the sea. As God's creatures are to be judged each in his own order, it would seem no more than
right that the dead of the PrAdamite World shoulddjudged before the wicked dead of this
present world.

The manner in which the Prdamite Earth was made "formlesand void, " and this refers only
to the exterior surface, the habitableness of the earth, is clearly revealed by Peter, where he
says

"Forthis they willingly are ignorant of, that by the word of God the heavens were of old, and the
earth standing out of the water and in the water: Whereby the world that then B&NG
OVERFLOWED WITH WATER, perisi€t#t. 3:5-6

It is clear that Peter does not refer here to Noah's Flood, for the world of Noah's day did not
perish, and Peter goes on to add th&the heavens and the earth which are now (that is, have
been in existence since the restoration of the eartltain. 1:35), by the same word are kept in
store,reserved unto fireagainst the day of judgment and perdition of ungodly men (Great
White Throne judgment).Rev. 20:1113.

The mannethen in which the PréAdamite Earth was made "formless and void" was\ATER.
The water which lies upon the surface of the earth is about 1/4950 part of the earth's mass. If
the land surface was even the water would cover it to the depth of 11 mileer¥icbnvulsions
must have wrecked the Pr&damite Earth and covered its surface with the waters of its oceans.
Not a living creature remained alive upon it, and its atmosphere of murky darkness hid the light
of the sun, moon and stars. To all intents andlgoses it was a dead planet, though the seeds of
its vegetable life remained entombed in its bosom ready to spring into resurrection life on the
"Third Day." The absence of the warm rays of the sun caused the earth to pass through the
"Winter" of its life, and the submerging waters were congealed into ice that preserv&d@i.D

kind of animal life that inhabited the P#&damite Earth. This was probably the Glacialdeeoif
Geologic times. The Prophet Jeremiah records a vision of the time.
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"l beheld the earth, and, lo, it wa&/ITHOUT FORM AND VO#bd the heavens, and they had
NO LIGHT.beheld the mountains, and, lo, th@dREMBLERNd all the hillsSiOVED LIGHTLI.
beheld, and, lo, there waNO MAN,and all theBIRDSOFTHE HEAVENS WERE FLiadheld,
and, lo, thefruitful place was a WILDERNE&®I all theCITIE$hereof werebroken downat
the presence of the Lord, and by His fierce angégr: 4:2325.

If this was, as it appears, an account of the destruction of theNelemite Earth, then the Pre
Adamite Earth was inhabited, and its inhabitants dwelt in cities, and God's purpose in destroying
the PreAdamite Earth was to efta all historic monuments and evidences of the sinfulness of

its occupants.

How long a period elapsed between the creation of the earth and its becoming "formless and
void" we do nor know; neither do we know how long it continued in that condition, butnwhe
the time came in the purpose of God to restore the earth to its habitable state, and make it fit
for the abode of man, He did it in six periods of longer or shorter duration. The Hebrew word
translated "day" may mean either a day of 24 hours or a lopgeiod of time. The probability is
that the time was short.

3. THE PRESENT EARTH

The six days' work as described3dan. 1:35is not a description of how God made the Original
earth, but bow He restored It from its "forless and void" condition to its present state. if the
Flood of Noah's day was only local and affected only that section of the world, then the
geography of the restored earth was probably the same as that of the earth today.

And the
evening and the morning werthe 'First day"."

When the times came to restore the earth to a habitable condition, God began by reversing the
process He took to make it uninhabitable. The Spirit of God "brooded" over the watery waste,
and God said

"LET THERE BE LIGHT."
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God did not eeate the light, the word for create is not used. God simply-8aél there be light,

" just as one might sayTurn on the light." This light was not sunlight, for the clouds did not
break away and permit the Sun to shine on the earth. That did not happginthe "Fourth

Day." The light was doubtless "Electric Light, " similar to the Aurora Borealis or North Lights, for
we now know that Electricity is one of the primary forces and has always been in the
atmosphere, although we have only in recent timegrhed how to harness it and compel it to
light our cities. The incandescence of the atmosphere, and it doubtless was very strong and
brilliant, generated a vast amount of heat that melted the icy covering of the earth and formed
water, that, being evapotad, formed vaporous clouds that prepared the way for the work of
the "Second Day." The change from "Darkness" to "Light" caused God to call the "Darkness"
NIGHTand the "Light DAY. Thus the earth passed out of the "Night" of its history into the
brightness of its "Resurrection Day, " and as each day's work was an advance on the previous
day's work, each day begins with an evening and ends with a morning.

These land animals were doubtless the same kind as we have today. The fact that they were

all the different species of animals were creatsdparately"is proven from the fact that when
species are crossed their offspring are sterile. Thesing of the jackass and a mare is the mule,
and a mule is a hybrid and is sterile.

If God instituted the "Sabbath" before the "Fall of Man, " it seems strange that the fact is not
recorded inGenesis, and that Adam was not told to observe it. Nowhere in the Book of Genesis
do we read of Adam, or any of his descendants, or Noah, or Abraham observing the Sabbath.

It is
not a day to be spent in laziness or pleasure, or the giving of sacred concerts and the discussion
of worldly betterment schemes, but a day for theatdning and preaching of the Word of God.

1. The Edemi Dispensation

This Dispensation extends from the creation of Adam to the Expulsion from the Garden. As to its
duration we know nothing. It was probably very short, and was the "Dispensation of Innocence."

Man's existence on this planet began under thestfavorable circumstances. The earth had

been restored to its Primeval glory. The waters swarmed with fish and fowl. The land was one
mass of luxuriant verdure, and hills and valleys and plains were covered with flocks and herds of
sheep and cattle, andl&kinds of beasts and animals. The air was alive with bird life, and filled
with fragrance from fruits and flowers.

grand. Everything must have been perfect of its kind, for we read that God saw everything He
had made and behold, it was "very good."

But not good enough for manfor God took and planted a "Garden" eastward in Eden. A garden
in which God caused fgrow every tree that was pleasant to the sight and good for food, and in

the midst of the garden He planted the "Tree of Life, " and the tree of the "Knowledge of Good
and Evil."
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The garden was watered with a beautiful river, and when it was ready Goedpfedam in it. In

this garden of matchless delights, and amid scenes of indescribable loveliness, with God for his
counselor, and angelic beings as visitors, with a sinless nature and environment most favorable
to a pure and holy life, the progenitors dféd human race were placed. The conditions were

ideal.

But Adam had no companion like unto himself, and because it was not good for him to be alone,
for he would be lonely even among such beautiful surroundings, God said, | will make a
helpmeet for him, ando the Lord God caused a deep sleep to fall upon Adam, and while he
slumbered, the Lord God took a rib from his side and from it made Eve.

loved fer, or he would not have risked death for her by eating of the forbidden fruit.

The first pair were happy in their sweet companionship, and doubtless believed that it would
last forever. They knew nothing of the ruins of the Primeval Earth beneath thegjrnfew

covered with the Edenic verdure of a renewed earth. Neither did they know that the heavens
above them swarmed with fallen beings under the leadership of Satan, and that their happiness
was to end in dFall" that would necessitate their expulsiorofn that "Garden of Delights, "

and that sooner or later they should taste of physical death.

If it be charged that God should have forewarned Adam of his danger of an attack by Satan, let it
not be forgotten that the commandment not to eat of the "Treetloé Knowledge of Good and

Evil" should have caused him to beware of any being who should tempt him to disobey the
command of God and eat of it. To have plainly told him of the plan of Satan would have
frustrated God's purpose in the testing of Adam.

How long after Adam was created Eve was given to him we do not know. It must have been
some time, for Adam required time to name all the living creatures that were brought to him, of
cattle, of fow, and of the beasts of the field.

" thus expressing doubt as to tleertainty of death. It is a dangerous thing to add to or subtract
from God's wordRev.

consult her husband, but put forth her hand and plucked and ate the fruit, and the days of her
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innocence were ended; and when Adam appeared, without contrition of heart, she in turn
tempted him, anche not willing to be separated from her also ate, the result the ruin of the

race. The Woman was deceived, but Adam was not deceived, nevertheless, the Apostle tells us,
it was the"woman's" fault. 1Tim. 2:1314.

The indicement that Satan held out to Eve, that thequisition of knowledgeavould put her

and Adam on the same plane with God, and make tiBODLIKEjs the same inducement that
Satan offers to ambitious men today, and he is seeking through his dupes to puaild u
magnificent civilization on the discoveries and inventions of men, and exsult man without God,
and his aim is the final

"DEIFICATION OF MAN, "
that will find its culmination in his

"SUPERMAN, "
"THE ANTICHRIST, "

who will sit in the Temple at Jerusaleand proclaim himsel6OD.2Thes. 2:31. This accounts
for all the "World Systems" of today for the social, religious, political and commercial
betterment and advancement of the race.

Adam and Eve were creatétNNOCENT ."Innocence"is not"RIGHTEOUSNESS8inocence"
cannot become "Righteousness" urtESTEDE Adam and Eve had stood thgest" they would
have become "Righteous" or "Holy, " they failed and bec&NNERS.here is but onestep

from "Innocence” td'HOLNESS, tr from "Innocence" td'SIN." Adam and Eve took the step

from "Innocence” toSINand becameSINNER3f they had taken the opposite step they would
have become "Holy" and been beyond the possibility of "Sin." Now man cannot become "Holy"
without the New Birth.

In the Fall of man the triumph of Satan was complete. The first effect of the disobedience of
Adam and Eve weBELFCONSCIOUSNESBhey saw that they werBIAKED. The result of this
knowledge led them tanvent clothing made of FIG LEAVESAII living creatures are clothed by
nature. Fish have scales, birds have feathers, beasts have hair, or fur, or wool; even serpents
have a beautifully colored skin. Many are naked when ushered into existence, but it is not long
until nature provides clotimg. Man alone of all God's creatures is left without clothing, and is
compelled to have recourse to artificial covering. Why is this? It is the resBINof

Adam and Eve at first wore no clothing , nor did they need to. Their state of innocence made
them not ashamed. Some claim that their unfallen nature was clothed in a veil of radiant glory
that hid their nakedness. This they lost in the Fall. At once, conscious of their shame, they
resorted to artificial clothing. Clothes are the trappings of guile $tyle and character of

clothing may change, but the guilt remains. Clothing may bide our shame from the eyes of man,
but not from the eyes of God. A black heart may hide behind a white vest.
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The sun set that day upon a scene that witnessed the dowrffétleohuman race. It was a dark

and fearful night. They both dreaded to meet God and so hid themselves in the forest when the
Lord God came down to take His usual walk in the Garden in the cool of the day. Heretofore
they had looked forward to the dailysii of the Lord God, but now they feared to face Him.

Thus sin makes cowards of us all.

By questioning them the Lord God got them to sit in judgment on their own conduct. Adam
blamed his fall on Eve, she blamed her fall on the Serpent. God patientlelistethem and

gave them an opportunity to justify their conduct, then He passed judgment on them. But to the
Serpent He gave no opportunity for justification,

but said

"Because thou hast done this, thou art cursed above all cattle, and above everpb#sest

field; upon thy belly shalt thou go, and dust thou shall eat all the days of thy life; and I will put
enmity between thee and the woman, and betwe€HY SEEENdHER SEED, (Her seed
CHRIST§hallbruise thy HEADand THOUshaltbruise His HEEL."

In the expressioMHY SEE{Satan's seed) we have a prophetic refernce toThiE ANTICHRIST
who as Satan's seed is calle@irhes. 2:3he "SON OF PERDITION."

These are the words of a judge to a condemned criminal iwlavaiting sentence, and is a
confirmation of Satan's previous rebellion, who here hears his doom. At once the Serpent, the
tool of Satan, is changed into a crawling, loathsome, venomous reptile. The Woman's sentence
was that she should lose her positiaa man's equal and become subject to him, and that

untold sorrow and misery in motherhood should be her lot. Unto Adam God said, "Cursed is the
ground for thy sake, . . thorns also and thistles shall it bring forth to thee, . . in the sweat of thy
face shalt thou eat bread, till thou return unto the ground." So what had been a pleasure to
Adam, the care of the Garden, was henceforth to be a task, for driven out from the Garden he
must make a living by tilling a soil that brought forth naturally nothingtbatns, thistles and

weeds.

But Adam and Eve could not be expelled from the Garden without clothing. TheledFig
raiment was not sufficient. It would not protect them from tpenalty of sin,for it was man
made, and man cannot be saved by his owmkspso it was necessary for God to, provide a
suitable raiment, a raiment that would typify the putting away of sin. So we read "Unto Adam
and his wife did the Lord God mak&gOATS OF SKINSnd clothed them.'Gen. 3:4.

Why did not the Lord God provide a more refined and beautiful dress? When Adam sinned did
he become so "animalized" that skins were the only suitable dress for him to wear? No. The
skins were typical. They could only be secured by the killing of samednt animals, probably
lambs, and were a type of tHéamb of God, 'and proclaimed the great truth that sin can only

be put away by the shedding BLOODHeb. 9:22 They proclaim man's reclothing. They speak
of the garments of glory of the resurrection body.
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But the night of that awful day was not starless. One single, "star of promise" lighted up the
gloom. It was the promise thdThe Seed of the Woman Should Bruise the Serpent's Head, "
and eventually destroy thiast trace of his slimy trail over the fields of this fair earth.

It is a significant fact that the giver of this "Promise" whimiselfthe promised
"Seed of the Woman";

and thatHewho clothed Adam and Eve in skins was'th®RD GOD, the second personf the
Trinity, who was to become the

"Lamb of God, "

whose death on Calvary was foreshadowed by the slaying of the lambs whose skins were
needed to cover the nakedness of Adam and Eve While the "World Systems" of this world are
under the dominion of Satgrand God for some good reason permits them to be, He is not to be
charged with inability to prevent Satan's work, or as being cruelly indifferent to man's lost
condition, or blamed for not having stopped at once the reign of evil powers in the Univarse, f
immediately upon the "Fall of Man" God provided a redemptive remedy in the prefiiise

'‘Seed of the Woman' (Christ) should bruise the :Serpent head, " and men are lost, not because
there is no way of escape from the toils of Satan, but because thegavibiccept God's way of
escape through Christ.

The world would not be deluded by Satatdevices"(2Cor. 2:1) if it would give heed to the
more "sure word of prophecy'2Pet. 1:19which reveals his origin, purpose and doom. But the
study of prophecy is not only neglected, but discouraged because of the way in which the
scriptures aréWRESTED(2Pet. 3:16 by those who use prophecy to further ihewn doctrinal
ends, so that many condemn the study of prophecy and read the scriptures as if théy\&aid
have a veryUNCERTAINVord of prophecy, to which you do well to pay no attention
whatever."

The Edenic Dispensation was perfectly unique. Itetasacterized by théabsence of sin, ‘and

the "presence of God.There will be nothing like it again until "The Tabernacle of God is with
men, " and He will dwell with them on the New Eafev. 21:3In the Edenic Bpensation God
dealt with Adam on the basis &(iNNOCENCE ahd He can never treat with man again on the
same basis until the curse of sin shall be removed from the earth. Man is no longer under
probation, but under condemnatiodohn 3:18Ever since the Fall God has had to deal with man
as a guilty, lost, helpless and ruingidner. And not only a ruineginner,a ruinedCREATURE.
There is no good thing in him, he is'ahmity with God,and is not'subject to the lawof God,
neither indeed can be.Rom. 8:67. Man is a failure.

In mercy God drove the guilty, but forgiven pair, from the Garden-ksy eat of the "Tree of

Life™ and be doomed to livéforever”, in their sinful moral bodies. Thus the First Dispensation
ended in failure, the human race under condemnation. and the whole earth cursed. Men claim
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that innocence, and a perfect environment are safeguards against wadoimg, but the
catastrophe of Eden proves that thisist true.
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2. ANTEDILUVIAN DISPENSATION
{ CONSCIENCE )

2. The Antediluvian Dispensation.

This Dispensation extends from the "Fall" to the "Flood." it lasted for 1656 years, and was the
Dispensation ofConscience." it shows what man will do when guided only by his conscience.
Adam and Eve had no conscience before the "Fall." Conscience is a knowledge of good and evil,
and this Adam and Eve did not have until they ate of the fruit of the forbidden @eerscience

may produce fear and remorse, but it will not keep men from doing wrong, for conscience
imparts no "power."

It is probable that the Lord God explained to Adam and Eve the significance of a "Bloody
Sacrifice” for sin, but it is a remarkable fé#wat Adam is not mentioned in the Scriptures as
offering such a sacrifice, neither is he mentioned in the list of Old Testament worthies recorded
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in the eleventh chapter of Hebrews. The list begins with Abel, who is the first one mentioned as
offering up d'bloody" sacrifice. Is this a silent hint that Adam and Eve were still unrepentant
after their exclusion from the Garden?

Adam and Eve had no children before the "Fall." That they were created for that purpose is clear
from the words God spoke to themtaf their creation, when He blessed them and said

"Be fruitful and multiply andeplenish the earth."Gen. 1:28

In the words "replenish the earth" we have unmistakable evidence that the earth had been
peopled before itvas thrown into a chaotic condition, and that its inhabitants in some way had
been destroyed. It does not follow, however, that those inhabitants were human beings like
ourselves. No human remains have been found antedating the creation of man.

How soon &er the expulsion from the Garden the first child was born to Adam and Eve we are
not told. Probably it was not very long. The first child was a son, Cain. The nhame means "gotten"
or "acquired, " and implies that Eve took him for the "Promised Seed.5&imas to have been
disappointed, and when Abel was born she called him "vapor." It does not follow that Abel was
the second child. There may have been a number of children, both sons and daughters, born
between Cain and Abel. Cain and Abel are "Represeatanen-one of the wicked line, and

the other of the righteous line from Adam.

There is an intimation in the curse imposed on-Bweill greatlymultiply thy conception, "

Gen. 3:16that births were not only frequenbut that several children were born at a time. In

no other way could the human race multiply as it did in those early days, and for some time
after the Flood. Intermarriages among the children of the same family were not forbidden until
after the FloodCain and Abel were not children when Cain killed Abel. They were probably over
100 years of age. Abel was a "keeper of sheep, " not his father's, but his own. He was a grown
man and a cattle owner. Cain was an agriculturist and the possessor of largesegtat read

that Adam was 130 years old when he begat Sé#m. 5:3 Seth was probably born soon after

the death of AbelGen. 4:25This would make Abel over 100 years of age addwgh.

The death of Abel was probably due to a religious dispute between Cain and Abel on the merits
of religious offerings. Abel claimed that a "Bloody Sacrifice" was necessary. Cain claimed that an
offering of "works" taken from the soil which God hadsmd was sufficient. They put the

matter to a test. God accepted Abel's offering and rejected Cain's, probably answering as on Mt.
Carmel by fire.

This angered Cain. He did not kill Abel that day. The Lord remonstrated with Cain and reminded
him that therewas still time to bring a "sin offering.” The expression "sin lieth at the d@er!.
4:7may be translated a "sin offering lieth at the door". But Cain would not listen and nursed his
anger, possibly for a long timen® day, while alone in the field, Cain brought the subject up
again, for we read that Cain talked with Abel about the mat@er{. 4:8, and Cain's anger

became uncontrollable and he arose from the ground where they wgtieag and killed his

brother. The whole thing was a scheme of Satan's to destroy Abel, through whom the "Promised
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Seed" was to come. That Abel was childless, at least did not have a son to succeed him, is clear
from the fact that Seth took his place.

Sdan was not only the instigator of Abel's murder, he was the author of Cain's "Religion, "
spoken of by Jude as

"The Way of Cain."
Here we see the origin of all human religions.

When Cain fled he took his wife with him. He did not get his wife in thedahbd, he'knew
her" there. That is, she there conceived and bore a son, Enoch. This was not the Enoch of the
line of Seth who was translated.

After the birth of Enoch, Cain began to build a city. Here we have the beginning of the city with
all its atterdant evils. Among the descendants of Cain were Jubal, the inventor of musical
instruments, and TubaCain, an instructor of workers in brass and iron. Men in those days used
their brains to improve and upbuild a "godless civilization, " and when we thaaih that age

men were not cut off at threescore and ten, but lived on for nearly 1000 years, their immense
accumulation of knowledge, experience and skill must have advanced the arts and sciences and
resulted in the invention and manufacture of all tappliances of a luxurious civilization, with a
rapidity to us almost inconceivable. The building of such a ship as that constructed by Noah is an
illustration. We have the echo of that skilled civilization in the construction, after the Flood, of
the Towe of Babel, and later of the Great Pyramid, which involved in its construction such a
knowledge of mathematics and astronomy as the world has never as yet surpassed.

The outcome of that brilliant but godless civilization was to promote the rapid incrdase o
population. "Then men began to 'multiply’ on the face of the eartbeh. 6:1 As a result the

godly descendants of Seth were, by intermarriage, swallowed up by the godless descendants of
Cain, and as the sequel showsly eight persons were fit to be saved from that foaming sea of

sin in the Ark that Noah built.

In the midst of this godless civilization a startling event occurred.

"The'Sons of Godsaw the'Daughters of Menthat they were fair; and they took them wés of
all which they chose Gen. 6:2

This polygamous relation was not between the "Sons of Seth" and the "Daughters of Cain, " an
amalgamation of the godly and wicked people of that day, as some suppose, but itdras a
deeper meaning. The expression "daughter®&N"includes the daughters of Seth as well as

the daughters of Cain, hence the expressiSons of God'must mean beingdifferent from

the human race.

The title"Sons of God'has not the same meaning inglOld Testament that it has in the New.
In the New Testament it applies to those who have become the "Sons of God" by the New Birth.
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John 1:12Rom. 8:1416; Gal. 4:61John 3:12. In the Old Testament it applies to thegels,and

is so used five times. Twice in Gene@&isi{. 6:24) and three times in JoBob 1:6Job 2:1Job
38:7. A "Son of God" denotes a being brought into existence drgative actof God. Such were
the angels, and such was Adam, and he is so callegkim 3:38But Adam's natural descendants
are not the special creation of God. Adam was created inlikerfess of God(Gen. 5:), but

his descendants were born Ims likenessfor we read inGen. 5:3 that Adam"BEGATa son in

his own likeness, after his imageTherefore all men born of Adam and his descendants by
natural generationare the"SONS OF MENg@hd it is only by beinBORN AGAIN{John 3:35),
which is @NEW CREATIONtHat they can become thESONS OF GO the New Testament
sense.

Now the "Sons of God" @en. 6:2Gen. 64, could not be the "Sons of Seth, " as some claim,
because the "Sons of Seth" were oM{EN,and could only be calletSons of MEN, tot "Sons
of GOD."This proves beyond question that th8ons of God'bf Gen. 6:2Gen. 6:4 were
ANGELSNnd not godly descendants of Seth.

The objection is raised on the statement of Jesus that the righteous dead, when raised, "neither
marry or are given in marriage. . . . for they agpal tothe angels." (Luke 20:2729), that the

angels are "sexless" and therefore cannot cohabit either with themselves or human beings.
While the passage implies that the angels "do not marry, " it does not say that they are "sexless
" for that would convey the idea that the righteous at the resurrection would also be sexless, a
doctrine abhorrent to the belief that husbands and wives and brothers and sisters shall know
each other "as such" in the other world.

What the passage doesdch is that angels do not multiply by procreation. Angels were created

as far as we know "en masse, " and as they never die there is no necessity for marriage among
them. Marriage is a human institution to prevent the extinction of the race by death. What

Christ sought to teach the Sadducees was, that as the resurrection would make men and women
immortal there would be no occasion for the marriage relation in heaven.

However much we may question the possibility of intercourse between angels and human
beings, this account in Genesis seems to teach it. We have only to turn to the Epistles of Peter
and Jude for confirmation.

"God spared not the 'angels' that sinned, but cast them down to hell (Tartarus), and delivered
them into chains of darkness, to be resedwnto judgment.’2Pet. 2:46.

"The 'angels' which kept not their first estate, but left their own habitation, he hath reserved in
everlasting chains in darkness unto the judgment of the great day." Hide 6

The angeldiere mentioned cannot be Satan's angels, for his angels are "free." They are not
"reserved in everlasting chains in darkness, " but are to be cast into the "Lake of Fire"
(Gehenna), prepared for the Devil and his angels, when he is ciin.25:41 These angels
then must be apecial class of angelspndemned for some particular sin, and when we read
the context to these two passages the character of that sin is evident.
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It was the sin ofFornicationand Going Afer 'Strange Flesh.'Jude 7. The "time" of the sin is
given as jusbefore the flood.2Pet. 2:5 It is the same sin that caused the destruction of Sodom
and Gomorrah, whose inhabitants demanded of Lot, the surrenddreofwo Angels that he

had received into his home, that they might "know them, " that is have carnal intercourse with
them.2Pet. 2:68. Jude 7Gen. 19:5

The Scriptures clearly teatiat angels can assume fleshly bodies and eat and drink with men.
Gen. 18:13. So the difficulty vanishes when we see that tBens of God'assumed human
bodies andAS MENmarried the "Daughters of Men."

What the "FirstEstate" was that they lost we do not know. They may have been some of the
angels who had already left their "first estate" of holiness and subjection to God to follow the
lead of Satan. But we must not forget that as far as we know, the Garden of Edeotvas
destroyed until the Flood, and of the descendants of Adam doubtless lived in the vicinity, the
"Heavenly Watchers, " or keepers of the Garden, the "Sons of God" (Cher@gm)3:24

would, from time to time, seehte "Daughters of Men, " and that they left their own
"Habitation" (the Garden) and mingled with the "Daughters of Men, " thus going after

"STRANGE FLESH, "
and thus losing their "First Estate" as angelic beings and guardians of the Garden.

Another argumenfor the support of this view is the fact that the progeny of this union was a
race ofGIANTS, "MIGHTY MEN "MEN OF RENOWBR' 6:4 Now the "godly descendants” of
men have married "ungodly women, " but their offsprimave never been sucimonstrosities”

as the offspring of théSons of God'and the"Daughters of Men"of Noah's day. The word
translated "giant" means the "Fallen Ones, " the "Nephilim." It is clear that those "Mighty Men"
and "Men of Renown, " were not éhordinary offspring of the daughters of men, else why did
they not appear before? The "sons of Seth" and the "daughters of Cain" had doubtless often
intermarried before this, but there were no such children born to them. In this irruption of
angelic being into the world of men we have the source or origin whence the classic writers of
antiquity obtained their notions concerning the loves of the gods and d@gds, and the

legends of beings half human and half divine.

These angels who lost their "First &st' are the "Spirits in Prison" of whom Peter speaks in
1Pet. 3:1820, and to whom Christ preached, not in person, but by the Holy Spirit, through
Noah, in the days before the Flood.

. The outcome of this invasion ofdlearth by the denizens of the air was the Flood, by which
the contour and elevation of the Antediluvian Earth was changed, thus wiping out the Garden of
Eden. This brought to an end the "Antediluvian Age."

In the Antediluvian Dispensation mankind was teszhas avhole. There were no nations. That
Dispensation is called #cts 17:30the"TIMES OF IGNORANCERNU is contrasted with the
"Times that areNOW, "and we are told that in that Dispensation G&BINKED ATWwhat He
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could not "OVERLOOH! the Legal Dispensation. Conscience was then the standard of human
conduct it was the standard by which maocusedor excusedhemselvesRom. 2:15The

Sinaitic Law was not given until aftéwe Exodus, being without Law there was no legal standard
for sin, for "by the Law is théeNOWLEDGE OF SIRdm. 3:20But they were withoutexcuse,

" for God was very near to mankind in those days, and His voicbeead in rebuke, as to Cain
(Gen. 4:13, in communion with Enoclsen. 5:2224), or in counsel as with Noa@en. 6:3 They
were therefore not withait a knowledge of God, but they glorified Him not, and Ggal/e

them over to VILE AFFECTION®h&ir daughters to cohabit with "Fallen Angels." The character
of that Dispensation is vividly disclosecRam. 1:2€22. Init man proved rather to be
"UNGODLYthana sinner., The principles which governed God's administration of tAi8ES
OF IGNORANCH®buld not be appropriate then in the days of Moses, when God revealed His
will in "The Law." We must then distinguish figetwo Dispensations as being dWgITHOUT

LAW, "and the other'UNDER LAWThis therefore would affect the "Basis of judgment” in
these Dispensations. This distinction is brought out clearfRoim. 2:12

"For as manwas have sinneWITHOUT LAWhall alscPERISH WITHOUT LAANG as many as
have sinnediN THE LAWshall beJUDGED BY THE LAW."

This clearly shows us thdgnorance of the Law'ls ho excuse and will not save us from
punishment. This "Principle of Judgentiewill prevail at the "Great White Throne judgment, "
when the inhabitants of both the Antediluvian and Legal Dispensations will be judged, and
doubtless will be the "Principle of judgment" for those living in this present Gospel Dispensation,
for there are two classes of persons on the earth today Those who sin without knowing of

God through the Gospel, and (2) Those who know of the Gospel but who have not obeyed it.
2Thes. 1:0.

While there was nGWRITTEN LAWH the Dispensation before the Flood, there was an
"UNWRITTEN LAWahd when the Gentiles who have not the Law,"BY NATUREhe things
contained in the Law, they show that they have the MdRITTEN IN THEIR HEABThot the
hearersof the Law are jusfjustified) before God, but thteDOERS, 6r those who keep itRom.
2:11-13. This answers the question as to the salvation of the Heathen without the written or
spoken Gospel. If they by nature seek after God, and shotheir faith and conduct, according
to their light, like CorneliusActs 10:13) that in their heart they have received Him, who dare
say they will not be saved? But this does not excuse us from taking the Goslpeirto t

The characteristics of the "Antediluvian Dispensation, " as outlined by the late Dr. A. T. Pierson,
were,

"First, an advance in fulness and clearness of revelation; then gradual spirit declension; then
conformity to the world, ending with amalgamatiavith the world; then a gigantic civilization,
brilliant but godless; then parallel development of evil and good; theif\pastasy, ‘and finally
aCATASTROPHE."

This we shall find is the characteristic of every dispensation that follows, except the last
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lll. THE PRESENT AGE

This "Age" extends from the Flood to the second stage of Christ's Second Com"ing, called the
"Revelation." It covers four Dispensations.

1. POST-DILUVIAN DISPENSATION
(HUMAN GOVERNMENT)
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1. The PosDiluvian Dispensation.
This was the Dispensation of "Human Government."

If ever the human race had an opportunity to work out the theofytduman Government" it
was right after the Flood. Noah was an old man over 600 years of age, full of wisdom and
experience, and his family, all of whom had reached manhood and womanhood, for the
youngest, Shem, was 98 years old, were qualified forgeeiérnment. Behind them was the
Flood with all its warnings, and in addition the accumulated knowledge from Adam down to
their day. They had also the advantage of a New Covenant, called the "Noachic Covéaant."
8:20-22. Noah also resstablished the true mode of worship by erecting an altar and sacrificing
thereon, but the Dispensation was a failure like its predecessors.

God commanded Noah and his sons to be fruitful and multiply and replenish the earth, but
instead ofscattering, their posterity kept together, and sought to build a capital city and "make
themselves a name" by building a "Tower" to heaven. This was disobedience, and God came
down and confused their speech, and scattered them abroad over the face oattie €en.

11:1-3. Even the names of the builders, except NimrGéri. 10:810) are unknown. Here we

have the origin of the different languages of the earth. The miracle was reversshtecost.

Acts 2:4

The Dispersion of the Babelites happened about 325 years after the Flood, for we @sad in
10:25that in the days of Peleg, one of the descendants of Shemthled'earth wasdivided, "
that is, a portioned among the nations, and Peleg did not die until 340 years after the Flood
(Gen. 11:1a12). That Dispensation lasted 102 years longer, or 427 years in all, and ended in
failure like those that preceded it.
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2. The Patriarchal Dispensation.

This Dispensation extended from the "Call of Abraham" to the "Exodus, " a péd@@ gears,
and is known as the Dispensation of "The Family."

After the Dispersion from Babel, the descendants of Noah and his sons became idolaters. No
doubt God had His witnesses, but there is no record of any. 'Even Abraham's father was an
idolater. SoGod decided to single out one family and start afresh. Abraham was chosen and he
proved a mighty man of faith, but his righteousness waned in his descendants. Isaac was a good
man, but not so good as his father, and Jacob, Isaac's son, who succeededbitdhight. was

still less so, and the twelve sons of Jacob, with the exception of Joseph, greatly degenerated
